In Kahnawake

Spark Community
Concern Over
Warrior Patrols

Two separate incidents in Kahnawake this
weekend have led to a community meeting to
discuss lav, enforcement within that territory.

In the early morning hours of Saturday, April
22, an unknown party shot at the Peacekeeper's
headquarters and damaged a patrol car. Three
bullets struck a window and one struck the
building itself. The back window and flashing
light of the patrol car were also shattered. No
suspects have been apprehended. . • :

A side door oi~ the Mohawk Council of
Kahnawake building was smashed by a beer
bottle that same night. Two weeks earlier a front
window was also smashed. No arrests have
been made in either incident. ... " .

Monday morning, Peacekeepers arrested
Michael Jacco after he was alleged to have fired
shots into the air and into the ground. Jacco was
said to have just come off his shift on the Warrior
Society patrol, lit was transported to Quebec
Provincial Police headquarters in Longueuil for
processing.

There was some debate as to whether his
weapon should be turned over for analysis, but
eventually it was agreed that the analysis must be
done. . . :.

A community meeting held Tuesday night
resulted in the territory of Kahnawake being
declared a drug-free zone and that drug law
enforcement be carried out by the Kahnawake
Peacekeepers within that territory. Kahnawake
Warrior Society members were present at. the
meeting, but did not voice objections to the
community mandate.

Truckload of
Cigarettes Seized
Two people were arrested in the town of

Adams Wednesday with a truckload of untaxed
cigarettes after State Troopers spotted the vehicle
speeding on Interstate 81.

Morris H. Tarbell, 25, and Dianna C. Tallet,
24, both of Presidential Plaza, Syracuse, were
charged with possession of untaxed cigarettes, a
felony under state tax law, and committed to
Jefferson County Jail by Pamelia Town Justice
Richard C. Baker. Bail was set at $5,000 for
each defendant.

Police say they have received a report of a
speeding vehicle northbound on the interstate and
pulled them over at approximately 1:15 p.m.
Noting that the vehicle had a Quebec license and
registration, Trooper Charles M. Weigel then
discovered $19,200 worth of untaxed cigarettes
of various brands in the back of the truck.

Weigel notified the State Police Bureau of
Investigation in Watertown and they continued
the investigation of the case. Police seized the
truck and turned it and the cigarettes over to state
taxation officials.

Miss Tallet is employed by Ohsarase
Computer Systems of Akwesasne as business
manager. Ohsarase is owned by local
businessman Philip H. Tarbell, a licensed
cigarette wholesaler through New York State.

Although untaxed cigarettes sales are legal on
reservations, there are restrictions to control the
trafficking of the cigarettes to the reservation.
Police said the two told them they picked up the
cigarettes in Syracuse and were transporting them
to Akwesasne.

There was no indication at press time if the
cigarettes would be returned by state taxation
officials and charges dropped.

MOHAWK PROTESTORS APPEAL TO PRESIDENT'S
BROTHER FOR ACTION AGAINST SLOTS

A group of about 30 Mohawk protestors turned out to greet Jonathan Bush, brother of U.S. President George Bush
at a Republican County Committee fundraiser in Canton, New York this past Thursday night.

The peaceful demonstrators were there to get Republican support in their crusade to rid their land of illegal
gambling operations. .

The group of men, women, children, and elders handed out flyers to the guests of the fundraiser and were
surprised by the genuine concern Mr. Bush had for their cause.

He got out of his car and immediately came over to shake hands with the people present. Barbara Barnes
told Indian Time that Bush "seemed genuinely concerned about what we were upset about. He said he'd da what
he could to see that action is done."

Tribal Chiefs Brenda Lafrance and Harold Tarbell also tookpartin the demonstration. "I think a lot was
accomplished," Tarbell said. "We got the word across to the Republican party of upstate NewYdrkthat it'snot
cute to come to the reservation to gamble. It's damaging our community."

Tarbell was amused by Bush's reaction to complaints about Governor Mario Cuomo's inaction on the
gambling issue. "Perhaps it's time for a Republican governor," Bush told him. :

DEMONSTRATORS
PROTEST GAMBLING -

SMUGGLING
A group of 30 Akwesasne residents protested on Route 37,

April 22, in an attempt to draw attention to what they termed as
the "criminal" activities of gambling and smuggling.

The demonstrators carried signs such as "Custer Cuomo
Loves Slots" or "Slots: Now There's More Money For Corrup-
tion and Intimidation."

Cool temperatures and short notice kept the number of
demonstrators low but those present expressed optimism that
more people would join them when the protests are resumed
April29.

The group handed out "Information Releases" to passing
cars and busses. The releases maintained the gambling activi-
ties were out of control and contributing to drug abuse at
Akwesasne.

The release also argued New York Governor Mario Cuomo
was using the gambling issue to prevent Mohawks from "uni-
fying" on such issues' as "jurisdiction, land claims and pollu-
tion."

Two members of the New York State Police spoke with the
demonstrators. The troopers were reported to have said they
were concerned with the safety of the protesters. The officers
told die demonstrators they would assist them if there were any
acts of harassment.

According to those present at the protest, only one driver, of
the many hundreds who passed by during the four hour rally,
demonstrated hostility by making an obscene gesture as he
drove by.

Some of those present brought their children along. They
carried signs stating their fears gambling would have a bad
effect on the future of the young.

St Regis Mohawk Tribal Council Chief, Harold Tarbell,
expressed his support for the demonstrators. Tarbell has long
been identified as an opponent of unregulated gambling at
Akwesasne. Tarbell was quoted as saying he was hoping the
U.S. Government would enforce federal law by removing the
slots.

The protest had been set to stop at 6:00p.m. but cold weather
faced Ac demonstrators from the highway at 3:00 p.m.

The protest for April 29 will be from 11:00 a.m. to 3:00.
At the Twin Bridges.

Two More Native Hunger
Strikers End Fast

After going without solid food for 35 days to protest
education cutbacks, two of the last three student hunger
strikers have ended their fast.
Melinda and Debbie Sault of Thunder Bay, Ontario
announced Thursday that hey have ended their hunger
strike Tuesday and will return to Thunder Bay to think of
a new way to fight the education cuts that went into effect
April 1st.
Emil Bell of Saskatoon is the only remaining hunger
striker. He has gone without food for 24 days.
Northern and Indian Affairs Minister Pierre Cadieux
introduced the new guidelines in March and angered native
communities throughout Canada when he would not agree
to a moratorium on the changes. Protests in Ottawa and a
sit-in at the Department of Indian Affairs led to the arrests
of over sixty demonstrators three weeks ago.
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
