OPP NEWS RELEASE

(TORONTO) - Residents in a number of areas of the province
have recently been subjected to misleading or fraudulent tele-
phone solicitation, and.the Ontario Provincial Police would like
to alert citizens to the common elements of many of these
schemes.
Typically, these telephone solicitors advise people they have
won a prize, or have an "opportunity" to do so. Usually there is
some purchase to be made before the prizecan be collected. The
caller suggests that payment for the product or service being
purchased be made 1>y credit card, and asks for a credit card
number. Once the number is given, the customer is immediately
charged the agreed-upon amount,
"The majority of these types of telephone solicitations are
designed to mislead potential customers - to make them believe
they're going to get something at a much better price than
anywjiere. else," said Insp. Ken Christopherson. "What you
think you heard and what was actually said may be two different
things, but even if what you heard was exactly what was said,
it's difficult to prove misrepresentation."
A customer's first indication of a problem may be his or her
credit card statement Persons who believe they've purchased
a bargain holiday from a so-called "travel agent", for example,
may find their credit card statement indicates the money went
to a restaurant, car rental agency or some other business. This
is probably because the telephone solicitor has no arrangement
with a credit card company, and is using an imprinting machine
belonging to some other business to process orders.
"By the time you get your credit statement and realize some-
thing is wrong, it's too late," Christopherson said, "The money
is gone."
These telephone scams usually involve no more than a few
hundred dollars each, but throughout North America, it's esti-
mated they bring in hundreds of millions of dollars a year.
"There are two key rules to remember when dealing with
telephone solicitors," Christopherson said. "Never reveal your
credit card number over the phone, and if it sounds too good to
be true, it probably is."

The New York State Department of Agriculture and Markets
and Alfred Agricultural and Technical College in Alfred, New
York has developed a work/study program to train minority
students for employment with this Department as Farm Prod-
ucts Grading Inspectors.

The educational requirements of the program consist of being
eligible to enroll in Alfred State College.

The work requirements consist of passing a color perception
test, which will be given at the time of the initial interview,
successfully complete the academic requirements each year
and provide the transportation needed to carry out the inspec-
tions assignments on or before the date of their first seasonal
employment

The Inspectors will be responsible for (after training) inspec-
tion, grading and certification of farm products at shipping
points, receiving points and processing plants generally within
a 75 mile radius of Rochester, New York. This service is used
for settling disputes, establishing product value and certifying
export and contract requirements. Traditionally, such Inspec-
tors can earn $7000 - $8000 during each 20 week season.

Highlights of the Program are included in the enclosed
brochure.

The financial assistance the Department was offering has
been abated, for the time being, because of the State's financial
situation. However, we expect to resume the $600 grant when
this financial situation is eased. Those students in the Program
at that time will then begin to receive the $600 Grant.
