INDIANS AS CHILDREN SEETHEMisanexhibitibnof50
works of children's art selected for the Second Annual Juried
Native American Art Exhibition. This art show resulted from
the efforts of a group of American Indians and others dedicated
to promoting an awareness of Native Americans today. Mayor
Koch's Proclamation declaring September to be Native Ameri-
can Heritage Month was primarily due to the initiative of this
group. In addition they established the Native American Heri-
tage Month Committee which organized and developed guide-
lines for the art exhibition.

For this event, New York City's public-school children
grades K through 12 were invited to submit works or art based
on a Native American theme to an arts jury comprised of six
educators/artists, four of whom are Native American. The
jurors include Lloyd E. Oxendine, Curator 6f Contemporary
Art at the American Indian Community House Gallery; Renee
Darvin, Director of Art for the Department of Cultural Arts at
New York City's Board of Education; Ann Teamer, Home
School Liaison for The Board of Education's Native American
Education Program; Jane Bloom, Coordinator of School Pro-
grams at Children's museum of Manhattan; Mary C. Bradford,
Museum Educator at the Museum of the American Indian; and
Martha Krcipc de Montano, Manager of the InformationCenter
the American Indian; and Martha Kreipede Montano, Manager
of the Information Center at the Museum of the American
Indian. Entries for the exhibition were judged for artistic merit
and cultural accuracy. The art works selected offer visitors
vivid interpretations of Native American Cultures as depicted
by New York school children.

ered together in Denver, Colorado on April 14, 15, and 16,
1989.

The native nations and delegates at the Indian Land Rights
Conference unanimously agreed to pursue their respective land
rights vigorously as a means of securing the survival of Mother
Earth, as well as a peaceful future for the coming generations.

The Western Shoshone, Oglalla Lakota, Rosebud Lakota,
Turtle Mountain Pembina Chippewa, Yupiit, Traditional
Seminole, Onondaga, Seneca, Mohawk, native Hawaiian, and
Penobscot delegates have agreed to challenge, expose, and
undo the loss of their native lands as a result of the violation of
our treaties, the land thefts of the Indian Claims Commission
and the extinguishing of our rights by the United States legis-
lative and judicial system.

The native nations are the caretakers of this planet The land,
water, and air of Mother Earth is suffering violent depredations
and pollution, the aboriginal peoples are suffering the same
violence. If we die so too will all life.

Lydia Pesata, a Jicarilla Apache from Dulce, New Mexico,
will demonstrate her expertise in basketry at the Museum of the
American Indian. She has been weaving baskets for more than
25 years and her baskets are woven in the traditional Apache
manner. Lydia's grandmother-in-law, Tanzanita Pesata, taught
her the art of basket weaving. Gathering the materials and
different plants (for dyes) from the land, she incorporates
beautiful traditional designs and finishes the baskets with a
traditional braid weave.

Presently at the Jicarilla Apache Reservation Cultural Center
in Dulce, which she helped to found in 1980, Lydia is acknowl-
edged by herpeersas a skilled artist and has been honored with
many awards. Her baskets are in the collections of the Himan
Homstead in Evergreen, Colorado, the Cimarron Museum in
Cimarron, Kansas, and the Museum of Natural History in
Denver, Colorado.

ST. REGIS MOHAWK SCHOOL
PREKINDERGARTEN

REGISTRATION

Prekindergarten registration at the St Regis Mohawk
School will be held Monday, May 1 through Thursday, May
4 between the hours of 8:30 A.M. to 3:00 P.M. in the
elementary office.

To be eligible for entrance to Prekindergarten, a child
must be four (4) years of age by September 1st of the school
year. If there is room, pupils whose birthdays are in Septem-
ber, October or November will be admitted on an older/
maturity basis.

Before admission, it is necessary to submit proof of age
such as; birth certificate, baptismal certificate, passport, etc.
Public Health Law requires proof of immunization against
D.P.T., polio, measles, German measles, and mumps as a
necessity for entrance to school. The parent or guardian must
present the school with an up-to-date immunization record.

Students presently attending the Headstart Program are
requested to register at this time.

Prekindergarten Enrollment Policy

The Board of Education believes the Prekindergarten
program is a very important learning experience for some
children. To provide a viable program for a prekindergarten
child the Board recognizes the following:

1. Student must be a resident of the Salmon River Central
»School District Or the SL Regis Mohawk Reservation.

1. Student must be four (4) years of age by September 1 st
of the school year. If there is room, pupils whose birthdays are
in September, October or November will be admitted on an
older age/maturity basis.

3. Attfwtimeof registration, proof of ageand an up todate
immunization record are required. .

4. At the time the registration numbers reach the maxi-
mum allowable, a waiting list will be created on a first come
basis.

5. Students that move into the district (during the school
year), will be placed on die waiting list upon registration.

6. Registration will take place for a period of one week in
May. Based on the school census, letters to eligible students
will be mailed to parents prior to the registration date. We will
also notify through district newsletter, newspapers, and radio
of the up coming registration date.

7. All students registering for Prekindergarten must be
able to use bathroom facilities.

8. No new entrants will be placed into a classroom after
January 1st.
