To the Editor

At the May 6th meeting of the St. Regis Mohawk Tribal
Council we had another graphic illustration of how the
gambling establishment owners can use their power to
manipulate a Tribal Council monthly meeting. There were
approximately one hundred people in attendance.

I had heard beforehand that the employees of one of the
gambling establishments had been given time off to attend
the meeting. It's very easy to see how an employee will think
he has to attend the meeting and then, during the meeting; the
employee will watch the owner and vote as he votes. His job
is at stake and he can be watched so this employee is going to
do as he is told.

Brenda Lafrance and Harold Tarbell, our Tribal leaders,
recognize this and they know that they are responsible for
more than those people who are in attendance at a monthly
meeting. They are charged with looking after the interests of
the entire community. Our leaders must be strong enough to
withstand this kind of pressure when they make their deci-
sions.

Chief Dave Jacobs made a plea to the people to allow him
to fulfill a campaign promise; to have a health facility within
one year. He said we can have a facility within thirty to sixty
days if it is behind the present location. Despite all questions
about the environmental impact of the facility on this site-and
despite the fact that we can combine resources with the
Mohawk Council of Akwesasne to have a more comprehen-
sive health center-the vote was 67 for and 16 against a joint
facility.

The underlying issue here is unity. From unity comes
strength and from strength will come stability. Putting the
health faciltiy on the common land in St Regis would be an
opportunity for the governments on the reservation to work

together on a major project. We would be pooling alt of our
resources to make one comprehensive health center which
would serve all of Akwesasne. This would say we are one
people; we can work together for the whole community and
we are overcoming some of the barriers separating us.

The point I am making is, special interests groups do
manipulate people to their own ends. We knQw of a,tribal
meeting where Bingo employees were paid to attend. The
December, 1986 meeting was brie. Tribal Council meetings
can be forums for the people to hear what the Council has
been doing as well as to give direction to the Council. But we
must have objective, intelligent leaders who can recognize
when some people are using the meetings for their own
selfish gain. We need leaders who have the moral strength to
withstand the pressure of bullying tactics; who can make
decisions for the benefit of the entire community.
