Mohawk Coiiiicil t o Block
Customs Expansion

As part of (heir protest against further expansion of the
Canadian Customs building on Cornwall Island, the Mohawk
Council of Adwesasne has seized a construction trailer and
insist it will seize any equipment or materials brought there
in the future.

Acting Grand Chief Lloyd Benedict says the Mohawk
Council of Akwesasne asked officials from Revenue Canada
to hold off on the $ 1.4 million renovation for at least a month.
He says the Canadian government has been deliberately
dragging its feet on negotiating nativeborder crossing rights.

Revenue Canada officials met with the Council on
Wednesday to talk them out of blocking the renovations.
Although they did not come right Out and say that the Royal
Canadian Mounted Police would be called in to monitor the
work, Chief Mike Mitchell feels this is a possibility. He says
the Mohawk position on the issue won't change.

The Mohawk Council of Akwesasne has been battling the
Seaway Authority and the Government of Canada on a
number of Fronts concerning Native border crossing. Last
month Chief Mitchell was ordered to stand trial for smug-
gling after a border crossing protest last year. Readers may
also recall the flag raising inci dent of a few weeks past in
which Mitchell defied the Seaway Authority by flying a
Mohawk Rag on Seaway land.

people ruled. No policy or enterprise was ever carried out by
the council of the Grand Sachems of the Confederacy of the
Long House with out the sanction and the ratification of the
people, and it was necessary that it should receive the consent
of every one of the Six Tribes. The consent of the warriors
alone was not deemed sufficient, but the women, the mothers
of the nation, were also consulted. By this means the path of
the wise Sachems was made clear; their hands were strong,
their determintations resolute, knowing that they had the
unanimous support of their great constituency. Hence the
confederacy of the Iroquois became great and strong, pros-
perous and happy; by their wisdom they became statesmen,
warriors, diplomats; by their valor and skill in the warpath
they became formidable; they conquered and subdued many
tribes, and extended their territory.

UPDATE

The Akwesasne community has been infected by various
contaminating agents within the last thirty years, which has
damaged the traditional lifestyle of our community. •
There have been numerous studies made in the direction of

finding ways in how to clean up the environment, however
this process, it seems, will take years to accomplish.

In the last few years more and more damage-causing
chemicals have been indenu'fied and titled for more in depth
studies, in the meantime, we as a community must come to
grips with our present reality.
The American Friends Service

Committee, a Quaker organization, has been supporting the
Akwesasne Environmental Education Program now for the
past year and one half.

As you the community are aware, much effort has been
made in the past few months to educate the community on the
different hazards. Now that this has happened, our program
has identified some alternatives that need to be pursued.
1. Involvement of the youth circle.
2. Alternative farming methods.
3. Aqua culture,
4. Video documentary for the Akwesasne community.
The American Indian program at Cornell University, is
working with our project in providing technical assistance.

At the present time we are pursuing an aqua culture project
for our community. We have already gathered much data on
this subject and we are now ready to inspect different sites.
Our program will be setting up a meeting with interested
parties from our community, especially those that have fished
in nearby waters all their lives.
