Bomb Scare
Evacuates Bear's

Den

On Monday, May 22, 1989, an unidentifed person called
the U.S. Customs and Immigration building in Fort Coving-
ton and said they planted a bomb at the Bear's Den Trading
Post in Akwesasne, Massena-bascd State Police reported.
State police were notified and the owner was then contacted

and informed of the threat. The owner then decided to
evacuate the premises and the State Police searched it with a
bomb-sniffing dog. No bomb was found and employees were
allowed to return to the building.
Bear's Den Trading Post has been the center of controversy

in recent weeks. The truckstop/rcstaurant/casino is also said
to be one of the headquarters of the so-called "Warriors
Society," a gang of youths hired to protect gambling interests
on the reserve.

Police say the investigation of the bomb threat will con-
tinue.

An Appeal for Fair
and Honest

Elections
All good people want free, fair democratic elections here

in Akwesasne. It is immoral, unethical, and illegal for
someone to try to buy your vote with a job, money, free
bingo passes, free dinners, or try to coerce, force or
intimidate you in the way you vote by threatening your
job, your family members' jobs, or physical harm to you
or your possessions.

These activities are a crime under federal and state laws.
They carry severe penalties. In cases where there are no
tribal courts they can be prosecuted in state or federal
courts. . , - • • "

We have contacted the District Attorney and resquested
he be prepared to prosecute anyone who illegally attempts
to influence the way you vote.

If you are approached in any way by unscrupulous
people who attempt to bribe, coerce, threaten, or
intimidate (physically or emotionally) your freedom to
vote or in any other way attempt to influence the way you
vote, you can hold them accountable.

Here is how you can protect your freedom to vote and
ensure that criminals are held responsible for their illegal
actions: .

Make a written record of who approached you, how they
tried to influence you, what bribe, threat, or force was
used when the crime was committed. Any goods actually
given to you should be kept as evidence.
Have someone witness your signature.

To report the crime and pursue prosecution you can
submit your written affadavit to the Franklin County
District Attorney at 518-483-6767.

In all cases, extreme care will be taken to keep your
report and name confidential.

"WARRIORS"
PREVENT SEIZURE

AND ARREST
A high speed chase late Tuesday night resulted in a confron-
tation between the radical "Warrior Society," Akwesasne
Mohawk Police and the RCMP.
Shortly after 10 pm on May 23, two vehicles of the RCMP
pursued a car believed to be involved in smuggling from
Cornwall to Cornwall Island. They stopped the car on the east
end and the driver then fled on foot.
Moments later, at least 25 members of the radical "Warrior
Society"
converged on the scene. When two officers of the Akwesasne
Mohawk Police arrived, a spokesperson for the "Warriors"
insisted that the RCMP leave the area and allow the Mohawk
Police to continue the investigation.
When the RCMP finally left the scene, the Warriors sur-
rounded the Mohawk Police and refused to let them seize the
vehicle. An unidentified warrior then drove the vehicle away.
Mohawk Police Chief Ernie King told reporters that he would
meet with the Mohawk Council Chiefs to discuss the situ-
ation. He is angry that the radical warriors consider them-
selves above the law and expects incidents like this to
continue.
The "Warrior Society" is said to be employed by casino
owners from the American side of the reserve to protect their
gambling operations from an imminent state police raid.

CUOMO TELLS
MOHAWK

PROTESTORS
"SLOTS ARE

GOING"
Mohawk protestors from Akwesasne were on hand to greet
New York State Governor Mario Cuomo as he arrived at the
opening of the Adirondack Park Visitor Center Wednesday,
May 24.
The protestors were there to demand action be taken to
remove what they consider "the uncontrol led prol iferation of
slot machines" on their territory.
Cuomo denied that he had ever told State Police to hold off
on removing the slot machines. He said slot machines are
against state law and he has instructed State police to take
action.
Meanwhile, sources told Indian Time that a police raid may
not occur until after the June 3rd tribal elections. The election
is considered by many to be "the most cruc ia 1 of thi s decade."
A win by a pro-gambling candidate could affect the balance
of power within the tribal council chiefs, enabling them to
"legalize" the casinos and prevent any action from outside
forces.
State police refuse to comment on when they will take action
against the slots.

Indigenous Land
Rights Council

Formed

At a remarkable conference marked by the enthusiasm of its
delegates to forge a new, continent wide indigenous land
rights group aimed at preserving the earth, delegates from a
host of Indian nation's gathered in Denver, Colorado, April
14-16. '

Sponsored by the Indian Law Resource Center in
Washington.D.C. representatives from the nations met to
discuss the survival of distinct Indian societies. They were
convinced it was time to put aside historical and regional
differences if they were to secure not only the future of the
Indian but that of the planet and all life upon it.

The delegates affirmed the native role as custodian of the
earth. They denied the supposed right of the United States to
extinguish Indian rights to the land. They called for an
investigation into the severe damages to native people as
caused by the former Indian Claims Commission and the
present U.S. Court of Claims.
The delegates pledged to lend each other support in times of

need as well as to begin sharing information and ideas
regarding land claims and land recovery strategies.
A press release issued by the delegates reads as follows:
In an effort topreserve, protect and restore the spiritual and

enviommental balance of the earth, 34 native delegates and
their legal advisors met together in Denver, Colorado, April
14,15 and 16,1989.

. The native nations and delegates at the Indigenous Land
Rights Conference unanimously agreed to vigorously pursue
their rcspeetivelandrightsasameans of securing the survival
of Mother Sarth anda peaceful future for the coming genera-
tions. ;.:;,• o v , / - •• •• - BB

The Western Shoshone,Oglala Uikota. Rosebud
Turtle MountainPembina Chippcwa, Yupiu ot Alaska, Tra-
ditional Seminole, Onondaga, -Mohawk, -Seneca, Native
Hawaiian and Penobscol delegates have agreed to expose,
challenge and recover the loss of their native lands as a result
of the violation of our treaties, the land theii- ol the Indian
Claims Commission and the extinguishing oi < >ur rights by
the United States legislative and judicial systems

The delegates have observed with alarm the destruction of
the planet's forests, air and oceans. We feel an urgent need
to act. The native nations arc the caretaker--ot the earth. If we
die, so too will life on this planet.

In the spiritof this concern the dclgates have agreed to seek
a return of traditional lands to our custody and care.

The delegates have agreed to lend cac h other support over
land rights issues. We have agreed to reach out to other
nations and peoples to assist in the securing of justice, the
undoing of past wrongs, and to carry out whatever actions arc
necessary to stop the destruction of our-earth, our universe.

The delegates have agreed to return to their respective
communities to share information they have gathered in
Denver.

community, to lend their support for the return oi land and the
restoration of balance to Mother Earth
