Author's Day at St. Regis
Mohawk School

Mrs. Layo's 1st grade class designated Thursday, May 25
as Author's Day. It was the finishing touch for this class-
rooms' reading and writing program.

It began on Wednesday, May 17, as part of the annual
reading contest at the St. Regis Mohawk School in
Hogansburg. Mrs. Layo believes that the six and seven year
olds would benefit more from seeing the results of their own
writing, and not just reading. This year, the emphasis was on
the student's writing ability.

They were encouraged to read a story from their favorite
author, (Mercer Mayer, a prominent writer of children's
literature) and write their own stories that would best describe
the pictures.

Mrs. Layo's first graders were encouraged to discuss their
stories with each other, and to exchange ideas. She pointed
out to the children that it was okay to write words the way they
sounded, (since thats how children interpret the words) and
not to worry about the spelling.
