St Regis Mohawk Tribal
Council to Sue for Pollution

Damages
St Regis Mohawk Environmental Program Director

James Ransom announced Tuesday that a letter of intent
to sue has been sent to General Motors Corporation,
Aluminum Company of America, and the Reynolds Metal
Company for their part in the pollution of the
environment
The New York State Attorney General has also sent

notice that it will initiate a parallel suit against the three
industries as well.
The tribe's suit cites the contamination of fish, wildlife,

land, surface and ground waters, air and other natural
resources. The three factories were identified as the
leading polluters in extensive studies conducted in
conjunction with the New York State Department of
Environmental Conservation and the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency.

The companies have been given 60 days to respond to
the charges before the case goes to court. Ransom stated
that the action isn't seeking an entirely monetary
settlement but will ask the companies to replace the
natural resources and restore the polluted environment and
the St. Lawrence River. Damages will also cover the
expenses incurred by the tribe for assessment, response,
and remedial costs.

MOBSTERS SCALPING
INDIANS'BIG-BUCKS

BINGO
Mafia hatchetmen are raking in millions of dollars a year
from Indian tribes and unsuspecting bingo players.
The shocking disclosure that the mob secretly controls at
least a dozen bingo parlors on Indian lands comes from a
mystery mafia turncoat identified only at Marty. He told a
Senate subcommittee he skimmed up to $700,000 a year
from a game he operated on a reservation.
"The Indian lands are open territory for any mafia family
that wants to rip off the tribes," he testified.
Marty says one of the country's largest bingo supply
companies is controlled by Anthony Aceturo of the
notorious Luchese crime family, and that the mob is
siphoning $10 million a year from an estimated $250
million taken in by the casinos.
Manny Fierro, of the National Indian Gaming Association,
says: "Problems are not widespread." But Marty insists the
bingo business has been penetrated by the mob. Games, he
says, are rigged with weighted balls, and profits are
skimmed through exorbitant salaries and phantom payroll
personnel.
Senate subcommittee member Sam Hirsch adds: "The fact
mat bingo parlors are not subject to state and local control
makes them ripe for plucking by mobsters."

The police have
brought these incidents to the attention of the Mohawk
Council of Akwesasne. The Council is fully supportive of the
Police and their carrying out of their duties and responsibili-
ties.
The people of the community have expressed their support

for the Police as well as their resistance to the radical few
seeking to undermine the Mohawk Police.

The Akwesasne Police Force will continue to carry out
their regular activities. We are making this announcement to
inform the community of Akwesasne about the unnecessary
harassments they have been faced with as well as to make the
community aware the police will continue to perform their
duties.
We urge the people to continue to show their support for our

police.
in addition to the above press release issued by the Mohawk
Council of Akwesasne, Grand Chief Mike Mitchell said,"
The illicit warrior activity happening on the American side of
Akwesasne will not be tolerated north of the border."

Chief Mitchell confirmed the Akwesasne Police will no
longer back down from the so-called "warriors" now that
clear direction has been given by the M.C.A.

In addition the Council will be requesting an additional
five police officers to be added to the Akwesasne Police from
the Solicitor General of Quebec. The five new officers will
increase the size of the Akwesasne Police from ten to fifteen
officers.

The Council is seeking the co-operation of the Mohawk
Nation Council of Chiefs to deal with the so-called "warri-
ors" and the illicit activities they are alleged to be involved
with..
