Introduction to Whitewater Open Canoeing is designed to
improve intermediate white water canoeing skills. With an
emphasis on safety and technical skill development, halt of
the sessions will be held on flat water and half on moving
water in three all-day Saturday sessions June 3 - 24. All
equipment is provided. The course and instructor, Dr. Alan
Harmsen are approved by the American Canoe Association.
