The slots have been removed. Many will say this was

long overdue, others might criticize the manner in which
this was done while still others are upset because of the
loss of their jobs.

Serious questions about the calling in of the state
troopers have to be answered. Does this massive display
of New York power nrean Albany can interfere in our
affairs whenever it so pleases? It is clear the "troopers do
not necessarily want to come here. It took the threat of
real violence to have th< m remove the slots.

It was obvious from the size of the crowd supporting
the removal of the slots the gambling issue was not
resolved with the election of Lincoln White to tribal
office. The passions were strong enough to result in the
destruction of the machines by a group of people tired of
the failure of the authorities to stop the gambling.

-The people who lost their jobs feel they too have
legitimate grievances ag ainst the leadership here for failing
to provide alternatives to the gambling. Many families
will be hard pressed to pay their ,bilb as a result of the
loss of their income. The owners of the gaming
businesses elected nol to provide any unemployment
benefits but how coulj they do so when they were so
adamantly opposed to Mew York rules and regulations?

There will be retributions for the June 6 actions. There
are many unsubstantiated but powerful rumors rippling
through the community about the possible arrival of
armed men from othei Iroquois communities to support
the gamblers and smugglers as they take their revenge on
those they hold responsible for the smashing of the
machines.-

Should this be true and we hope it is not, there is a
very strong possibility of violence this weekend when
Route 37 is blocked off this Saturday. We might well
witness the last desperate attempt by the gamblers to gain
power here. The community will most certainly react to
any effort by the gamblers and their supporters to disrupt
the demonstrations o i 37. Given the large financial
losses incurred by them Tuesday it would be extremely
difficult for them to fe<
at not being able to step the troopers.

Mohawk Control of Education
at Akwesasne

Tribal Chief Harold Tarbell and Karen White, Presi-
dent of the Mohawk I Education 'Committee announced an
initiative to promote Mohawk Control of Education on the
Akwesasne Mohawk Reservation.

The initiative is composed of a joint study between
the Cornell Universiy's American Indian Program, the
Mohawk Education Committee and the Tribal Council's
newly appointed actin; Director of Education Programs and
Policy.

The priority of the project is to identify ways to
improve Mohawk control, and to research the feasibility of
direct contracting for Education Services for Mohawks be-
tween New York State and the Mohawk Education Commit-
tee.

Currently the provisions of transportation, tuition and
special education for Mohawks from Kindergarten-grade 12
is contracted directly between New York States's Depart-
ment of Education and the Salmon River and Massena
Business Managers and Superintendents and School Boards.

According tc Karen White "the Salmon River Dis-
trict is fully aware of th is study and we're doing it in a way that
can only enhance the existing Mohawk/District relation-
ships."

The White victory could not be said to be a clear
mandate for persuing his policies .however, since his
selection for sub-chief was turned down by the voters.

Tribal Enviommental Director James Ransom was
confirmed for a three year term as assistant to White by a
638 to 521margin over businessman Steve Cook.
Ransom and Bonaparte promised to give the reservation

"clean government and a clean enviornment" while White
and Cook emphasized their economic development skills.

Both campaigns were conducted cleanly although the
debate between the candidates sought by Bonaparte and
Ransom was not realized.

Mr. White will be sworn into office on July 2 by
incoming Head Chief Harold Tarbell.

During the early morning hours of June 6 two

Akwesasne men were beaten with baseball bats by a
gaming hall security force.

Robert Sunday and Eric Sunday were reported to have
suffered extensive head injuries as a result of being struck
by Mike Laughing and Frank Roundpoint. Eric Sunday
and cousin Tyler Sunday, angered at the assaults, were
prepared to enter the T.V.I. gaming hall where laughing
and Roundpoint were employed.

The Sundays were quickly joined by a crowd of
supporters and those curious as to why people were
gathering in front of T.V.I.

A small number of state troopers arrived, along with the
Akwesasne Mohawk Police. At one time the Sundays
headed for the gaming hall only to be disuaded from
entering the place until the troopers could call for more
assistance to actually close the casino.

Calls were made to Governor Mario Cuomo's office to
take action to avoid more bloodshed. Apparently the
appeal worked for the police arrived in force by a 12:30
deadline set by the anti-gamblers for an invasion of T.V.I.

The troopers entered the T.V.I, parking to begin
negotiations With Tony Laughing in order to convince
him to voluntarily close the hall.

After 90 minutes of discussion Laughing was led from
the hall to a police cruiser to be taken away to face
misdemeanor gaming charges.

The troopers failed to secure the building when
Laughing left, however. At least two dozen men and
women entered T.V.I, as soon s the troopers were out of
sight. ' , . " • " " '

The result was the destruction of $400,000 worth of
slot machines by the anti-gamblers. Card tables were left
untouched.

Laughing was determined to assume his operations,
which he did as soon as he was released. The gaming
tables in the hall were reportedly doing a brisk business
within 48 hours of the strike against T.V.I.

A roadblock was formed in Hogansburg to prevent any
entry into Akwesasne by the troopers. For the most part,
by the time the so-called Mohawk Sovereignty Security
Force had the road barricaded the police transport vehicles
had left the reservation.

As a result of the destruction of T.V.I.'s slots all other
gaming halls closed down.

Assurances have been given by the gaming hall owners
they would soon be back in business.

The 16 year old firing his Ruger Mini-14 rifle on the

banks of the St. Lawrence was said by some to be a
member of the society which had prevented a cigarette
smuggling bust on Cornwall Island five days before.

Officer Francis had heard of the rumors about the
firepower the society was said to possess but he was called
to investigate the Kanatakon firings which he did.

Francis located the source of the shots. He confronted
the teenager and confiscated the rifle. An argument ensued
when Francis took the weapon with threats the Security
Force would be coming after it at police headquarters.

Officer Francis, along with Police Chief Ernest King,
was at a public meeting discussing the incident when the
station dispatchers sent out an urgent call saying the
Security Force was set to confront the police within the
hour.

A large crowd estimated to be about 150 in number
gathered in front of the station to demonstrate their
support for the Mohawk police.

Members of the Security Force arrived but elected to
leave after their vehicle was impounded by the police.

While the vehicle was released the next day, the Ruger
was not returned to the boy. Information as to possible
charges against the teenager were not available at press
time. .
