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Coincidence? During one of the most tense days in
Akwesasne history a self propelled 155mm howitzer
cannon is driven though the reservation on June 6. Such
weapons, while being common place in the U.S. military,
arc far superior to any of the many firearms said to be
possessed by Akwesasne residents.
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Members of the Mohawk Sovereignty Security Force
confront troopers in Tekaswenkarorens in an effort to
prevent their entry onto the reservation. The standoff
lasted for 6 hours before the troopers withdrew.

Some of the dozens of New York troopers begin taking
away the slot machines confiscated at the T.V.I, gaming
hall. The removal was effected without any resistance.

Art Montour-Kakwirakeron has emerged as a spokesman
for the controversial Mohawk Sovereignty Security Force.
Kakwirakeron stood in front of New York State Police
cruisers for a number of hours June 6 in an attempt to
stop the troopers from entering Akwesasne. He
maintained the presence of the police at Akwesasne was a
violation of Mohawk sovereignty. The troopers left the
area after dark but they patrolled Akwesasne in force
throughout the night and into the next day.

Opponents of the Akwesasne residents who removed slot
machines from the T.V.I, gaming^hall decided not to
interfere with the destruction of the machines.

Slot machines are taken from Burns' Casino June 6 in
reaction to the massive invasion of Akwesasne by the
New York State Police. A dump truck belonging to the
James Burns was said to have been spotted on Pyke Road
loaded with slot machines. It was reported electrical
damage was done to the truck by unidentified persons.
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New York troopers begin to load some of the 198 slot
machines taken from the T.V.I. gaming hall. The owner
of the hall, Tony Laughing, was quoted in the area press
as saying he lost an estimated $400,000 in slots as a
result of the June 6 raid and attack upon the hall.

Members of the Mohawk Sovereignty Security Force
blocked off Route 37 near Frogtown Road in reaction to
the invasion of Akwesasne by state police. The blockade
was removed by Akwesasne residents opposed to the
actions of thfc Force.

Secret Report Advises
Ottawa to use Anti-Indian

Prejudice
Ottawa should use the anti-Indian prejudice of many

Canadians to its own advantage, a secret government
report says.

Public prejudice could be a valuable weapon backing
up the federal government's tough negotiating stance
against Indian land claims in Quebec, the report says.

"Non-native Canadians are becoming somewhat tired
with the image of native people with their hands out/
says the public relations report commissioned by Indian
and Northern Affairs Canada.

This may show "a growing groundswell against the
native position" in the negotiations stemming from the
1975 James Bay agreement the report says.

It suggests using this bad feeling towards Indians "to
bring public sentiment to bear on those native groups
expressing unrealistic or exaggerated demands, or who
refuse to enter into negotiations."

Ministry officials could not be reached for comment.
The report was prepared in 1987 by

Continental-Golin-Harris Communications, a public
relations agency based in Ottawa.

The report and follow-up public relations work cost
taxpayers $246,000 said William Grodinsky, a Montreal
lawyer who acts for the Crees.

he said the author of the report was hired by INAC to
put it into action.
