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Editorial

The Step Back
Our community came very close to civil war the past

week. The violence of June 6 was followed by five days
of state trooper occupation as die normal lives of our
people were disrupted by forces seemingly beyond our
control.

We came close to fights several times, The tensions
were fed by rumors of a "hit list" being compiled of those
men and women who took part in the June 6 smashing of
the slots. For those who were said to be on the list the
week was characterized by worried families and sharp
reactions, to strange sounds and unfamiliar vehicles. It
would not have taken much for someone to react to a
perceived threat with force.

On die other side, those who were opposed to the June
6 thrashing of T.V.I, and the subsequent state trooper
invasion the actions of the anti-gamblers was scene as
nothing less than a type of treason. They too, felt they
were unsafe irt their homes. It was no surprise that the
businesses adversely affected by the June 6 events hired
more security to protect their interests against the return
of what they considered a 'mob.'

Clearly, the community needed some visible, physical
act to relieve the incredible pressures.

It is to the credit of the June 10 and 11 demonstration
organizers they managed to give our people just that
chance. Eli Tarbell was one of the principals involved in
the June 11 march. He is to be given credit for trying to
find a peaceful alternative to the June 10 walk. So too,
the employees at the various gambling halls conducted
themselves with restraint as the marchers went by.

We can only hope there will be no retributions for the
events of the past few days. The outside media and
politicians would love to have us fall into total chaos.
Two beatings last week sparked the removal of the slots.
The assaults were not directly connected with the slots.
What might happen, then, if someone is hurt and people
believe it stems from the June 6 events? Let us hope we
do not have to find out.

We trust the different elements here will direct their
energies into finding alternatives to confrontation. There
has to be a way to keep the troopers out of here while
preserving our rights as native people. There has to be a
way of protecting our people's rights to express their
personal beliefs without fear of losing their jobs or
causing rifts within the family.

The solution is within the incredibly creative and active
minds here at Akwesasne. We are known throughout
Indian country as a people who are very polite but also a
people who are not content to simply stand still but feel
compelled to convert our ideas into direct action.

Without constraints and firm rules to guide our
ambitions, however, we will continue to suffer from
internal tension and perhaps, chaos.

Congratulations, Akwesasne, for stepping back from
the pit. Now, let us return to reason.

LETTER TO THE EDITOR
To My People at Akwesasne:

Most of my life has been here on the Reservation, when
I was young enough to seek work I left home. I found
employment traveling around the different States, but I
always survived. It was a challenge.

Today, these children or young ones of ours do not know
what challenge is. Since slot machines, cards and bingo
came unto our reserve also drugs, their minds are twisted,
they cannot think for themselves anymore. They are being
dictated to.

The gambling casino's or halls is easy money to the
ones that are employed there and are being told that if you
do not follow their orders, then you walk the welfare line.

As Indians, we sure are losing our pride, I'm even
ashamed to go off the reserve to go shopping, as the white
people are sure laughing at us. We are a big joke to them.
It is a big shame, for the majority of my people don't care
about their heritage anymore.

All those who run the gambling houses, sure don't
care for their children. What kind of environment are they
going to grow up into. They sure will not learn anything
about their heritage. Only gambling, drugs and alcohol.
Why don't my people wake up and earn an honest dollar
by doing an honest days work like a lot of us are doing.

Time to do some soul searching as to what is
happening to our reserve. I'm beginning to feel ashamed
to say I'm Indian. I use to be very proud of my people but
now they shame me. .

SOVEREIGNTY?

Why are people who have never been involved in
fighting for the sovereignty of the Mohawk Nation now
claiming that they now have sovereign rights here in
Akwesasne? Where were these people when we fought in
1968 for free border crossing rights here in Akwesasne?
Where were they when land was repossessed in Old Forge,
Eagle Bay as part of 9 million acre land claim? Where were
they when we fought over jurisdiction with the state in 1979
and 80? Where were they when we fought in our struggles for
the right to maintain our sovereignty here in Akwesasne?

Nowwe have people claiming that they follow the
Great Law and that they are practicing their sovereignty;
people who don't maintain their traditional form of gov't,
who don' tmaintain their traditional culture and practice their
own religion or keep their language intact

How can these people, especially business people
here, controlling gambling operations possibly say they have
sovereignty? How can these people say that they follow the
Great Law of Peace and bring us so much turmoil here in
Akwesasne? When a calamity threatens the happiness of our
future generations, then it shall be our duty of our people to
thrust the source of conflict away from our people so thai we
may live in peace. If its stated in the Great Law, men why
don't they abide by it? It seems tome liketheirusing thesov-
ereignty issue to protect their own interests and at the same
time are using the people as a tool to keep them in business
so that they can build up their capital.

Youcan'treallycallitecommucdevelopmentifdie
people have to become dependent on a minimum wage
instead of welfare checks, especially if the production is done
by the workers while the individqatewhonin the business! get
rich and make the people dependent on them.

This is whattoey caDO$ittlism, the ruling class so
high up that you cannot touch tiiem.

Ahwennenhawi was a retired ironworker, a former
lumberjack and a fanner here at Akwesasne. He was born
in a family of 15 brothers and sisters, all raised in
childhood on St. Regis Isjand. He was instructed in his
traditional ways by his parents, the late Angus and Louise
Martin-Mitchell. Ahwennenhawi was recognized for his
commitments to the preservation of Mohawk culture by
being appointed faithkeeper for the Nation.
Ahwennenhawi had the responsibility of maintaining the
ceremonies at the Akwesasne longhouse; he was said to
have served his people and his Creator by holding fast to
his beliefs in the traditions of the Mohawk Nation.

Ahwennenhawi was predeceased by his parents; sisters
Kate, Mary, Agnes, Elizabeth and Cecilia and brothers
Thomas, John, Louis Jacobs and Peter Jacobs as well as a
son, Robert.

He leaves his wife, Esther David-Mitchell, daughters
Bemice and Karen; sons Michael, Richard and Ernest. He
is survived by brother Louis Mitchell and sisters Margaret
and Theresa. He also leaves 18 grandchildren and 3
great-grandchildren.

Funeral services were held at the Akwesasne longhouse
on June 5, with burial at the longhouse cemetery on
Cornwall Island.

Ahwennenhawi will be greatly missed by his familŷ
friends and nation.
