Jim Hunton explained that a Capital Planning Study is a
detailed inventory of physical and environmental
conditions in any given territory. The purpose of this
study is to assess the needs of a community, ie. roads,
facilities, etc., usually over a 20 year time period.
However, much of the projects are in a now to five (5)
year period need. Estimates for each project are as high as
possible in order to get access to the monies.

The first step in the Study is to get the mapping
up-to-date. The Res Can Land Use Study was up-dated
three times by Greer Galloway, now there is an accurate
land use map. This map shows every house and building
in Akwesasne; Jay has this material.

Regarding Cornwall Island Project on Lot 97, the soil is
bad, both the question isn't whether or not the land is
suitable, its how do you make it suitable and where do
you get the money to do this.

Mr. Hunton stated that a major recommendation made in
the Capital Plan Study is that a master drainage plan be
established as part of the Council's phasing. This plan
would improve a situation such as Lot 97. The drainage
plan would make land much more suitable for more
development at a cheaper cost for the future.

Concerning population projection, Greer Galloway,
estimates that over 20-year period, Akwesasne's
population will grow to 11,000; it will at least double.
The population figures have to be gotten as high as
possible in order to get more funding. The minimum
number used will be 11,500. Henry Licker's report
projected a population of 20,000 in 20 years, but Indian
Affairs would not accept this. Over the next five years,
Akwesasne will need 350 housing units to meet the
population needs. At 68 units per year, INAC is
accepting this. Jim Hunton added that he believes INAC
is also looking for ways to provide for the infrastructure.

If the population and housing projections are correct,
Council lands will run out. A program for land
acquisition will have to be established; this should be
done as soon as possible. This program will identify
areas to be concentrated on.

The Capital Planning Study Terms of Reference called for
a hydro geological study; Greer Galloway does not do this,
Geo-analysis of Ottawa was used. INAC has the
documented study of the water problem in Tsisniene.
Greer Galloway's position is that the people deserve clean
water, no matter where they live, but how do you get it?

There is a program called Private ate Systems
Improvement Program in both Quebec and Ontario where
the government comes in an improves individual wells.
This program will be looked at once the study is filed.

Another major area is municipal services which includes
sewers, water supply, roads, hydro, etc. The costs for
these areas have to be kept high because these won't be
approved for at least two to three years.

Concerning housing development, a policy statement was
developed to deal with housing needs, the existing
housing structure identifies the nature and extent of
improvements required to bring housing up to present day
standards. This will be useful for getting more funds.

A Mechanical and Structure Study on Akwesasne's
community buildings has been done. Hilda King has
asked Greer Galloway to consider a high school for
Akwesasne. Jim Hunton explained this would not be
considered now, but if the population grows to 20,000,
the high school can be requested.

The Capital Planning Study is not normal Capital
Planning Study, it has become apparent that Akwesasne is
a special place. A statement of Issues has been identified
because it will five power and strength to the Capital
Planning Study and will give power and flexibility to
future requests.

Capital Planning Study-Major Issues:
1) Adequate Housing
2) Clean Water
3) Healthy Environment
4) Jobs

'5) Education
6) Community Identity

Since jobs are needed, Jim explained that major projects
Should be done in phasing, this would create jobs over a
period of time.

Based on the Terms of Reference, Greer Galloway has
come up with a series of projects: i

1) Cornwall Island Recreation facility: studies have
been done for three recreation buildings. Architectural
drawings have been done.

2) Cornwall Island School: Improvements will be
made to classrooms and the library.J

3) Cornwall Island's Adult Gare Facility has been
in abeyance. I

4) Cornwall Island's Housing Project: cluster
housing has been recommended this project to be located
behind Adult Care Facility. /

5) Cornwall Island's Well! Program: It has been
recommended that a private systems services study be
done. This program is available through the Ministry of
Environment. The study consists of going door to door
taking water samples. The government provides for 75%
of the cost for these improvements. The homeowners
would have to come up with 2,5% of the cost Once this
study is done.GreerGallowa

8) Justice Building: to be located in St. Regis
Village.Vivian suggested converting the bus garage into a
justicebuilding Jim Hunton does not feel this is a good
idea a«i recommends against this.

Jim informed Council that INAC is talking seriously
about the SL Regis/Tsisniene Bridge, not as a priority but
could become apparent later, because of a policing, fire,
emergency need. This bridge is also an important part of
community identity. Cost estimate of the bridge is $2.6
million.

The Yellow Island Bridge is lower on the Agenda. This
could change depending on:

1) Should Yellow Island be left alone?
2) Develop Yellow Island for housing?
3) Develop Yellow Island into a tourist area?

If 2 and 3 are decided upon, the bridge would be needed as
a land link. Approximate cost is $2 to $3 million.

9) Tsisniene Recreation Facility: Cost would be
$1.5 to $2million, this would also have to be done in
phases.

10) Tsisniene Housing Project: Known as the
SnyeDevelopmentZone.

This fits in with INAC policy of dense
development.Thisareais located around the Snye school,
near die Adult Care Facility .Greer Galloway proposes
putting in single family subdivision units here. This
would provide 50-55 units. Cluster housing is also being
proposed for this area. Cluster housing is being advised
for areas where the soil is not suitable. The advantage of
this area is that the lagoon and well already exists, 30-40
gallons of water per minute is available.

Tsisniene School Road extensions should be built in
terms of safety access and will be needed if the Old Aged
Home and housing are located in this area. The road
extensions are included in the five year capital plan.

Regarding the subdivision on Wade Lafrance Road,
this road is probably the best piece of development
Council has. This, is high ground and well drained. As
you go further along this road it gets harder to develop
because of wet lands, but this is good land.

11) Tsisniene Solid Waste Disposal: Located near
Chapman Road. A lot of work has been done o this
within the past few months. The following is being
looked at

a) Ability to trench.
b) Ability and amount of soil to treat the leech

field.
c) Availability of cover material.
Life expectancy of a solid water disposal system is

Jim stated if five years can be gotten, they will be

satisfiedJLloyd added people have to be taught not to dump
just anywhere.

Mary asked if the Private Systems Study would
alsoassistindividuals with their sewage problems. Jim
answered yes,it is for both water and sewage systems. He
also recommended that this study be done for both
Cornwall Island and Snye.

Jim commented to Council that it is amazing there are
studies on everything in Akwesasne except on the
historical or archaeological significance. Jim
recommended that a study be done because you don't want
dumps being placed on archaeological sites, this should be
done for the community planning study. Gerald said
funding is available for this study.

Jim added he has also been asked to look at areas for
cemeteries.

Meeting adjourned at 12:00 noon.

Available Business Loans

The Adirondack North Country Association (ANCA) has
a revolving loan fund (RLF) which provides support for
small business oportunities by offering techical and finan-
cial assistance to private businesses.

The goal of the RLF program is to operate a fund which
makes financing available businesses in crafts, agriculture,
primary and secondary wood products, natural resources,
tourism and small manufacturing. Participation is open to
any small business which, because of minimal loan
amount or business type, is not eligible for traditional fin-
ancing from conventional bank sources or state and feder-
al programs.

Each applicant must complete and deliver ANCA's pro-
ject description form plus four copies by August 1,1989.
ANCA will determine the applicant's eligibility for loan
funding with it's program committies and an approved
lending agency designated by ANCA.

Following selection of a project for potential funding by
ANCA, the lending agency will meet with the applicant to
assess the applicant's needs for assistance. The lending
agency will assist with the preparation of the loan applicat-
ion and business plan. Final determanation of the applicat-
ion will be made by the lending agency at a later date.

An eligible business is a business resident within the 14
Adirondak Norm Country Counties, independantly owned
and operated. The business will conform to all federal,
state, and local zonmg, environmental, fire, labor, and
health codes.

All businesses must demonstrate a need for financing
which is otherwise unavailable from conventional bank
sources or state and federal programs. The loans will serve
as "gap financingB(funds which are needed to complete a
total project) or "subsidy financing"(funds which are re-
ceived at a lower financing rate which makes the total pro-
ject cost feasible).

The maximum amount of a loan shall generally not ex-
ceed$10,000 nor will the Fund provide 100% financing of
a projecL Waiver of the limit can be made if the economic
impact of the project is certain and significant

Loan proceeds may be used for the following: Purchase
of machinery and equiptment, acquisition and/or new con-
struction of facilities, renovations and/or additions to fac-
ilities, or inventnyand working capital.
