DIABETICS MUST PAY SPECIAL
ATTENTION TO VISION
Lasers can help fight a common but not widely

recognized side effect of diabetics-loss of vision. .
Most of the millions of American diabetics know

about controlling their blood sugar, but a smaller percent-
age understand that their eyes need special attention, says
a Stanford University Medical Center ophthmalogist.

Diabetes causes damage to small blood vessels
throughout the body, and the retina (the light-sensitive
tissue in the eye) is a favorite target, notes Dr. Michael F.
Marmor, professor and chairman of Stanford's Depart-
ment of Ophthmalogy. As small blood vessels become
damaged and drop out of the eye, the retina may either
swell and lose sensitivity to light, or it may try futilely to
grow new vessels.

The importance of recognizing damage cannot
be overemphasized, says Marmor. If the retinal swelling
spreads, vision will eventually be reduced. If new blood
vessels are formed, they tend to be fragile and bleed easily,
triggering disastrous hemorrhaging and scarring that can
detach the retina and destroy all vision, he says.

Laser treatment can prevent this loss of vision,
but only if begun early BEFORE the condition becomes
too severe. Marmor explains.

The laser works in two ways: it can destroy
abnormal blood vessels that leak fluid and cause retinal
swelling. It can also destroy areas mat have lost vessels,
so that the eye no longer tries to grow replacements.

The most obvious advice of all: "If you have
diabetes, you need frequent eye exams to recognize and
deal with damage as quickly as possible." Marmor says.

Woititz, she discusses 13 traits that most children from
alcoholic and other dysfunctional households experience
to some degree.

1. Have difficulty following a project form
beginning to end.

2. Lie when it would be just as easy to tell the
truth.

3. Judge themselves without mercy.
4. Have difficulty having fun.
5. Take themselves very seriously.
6. Have difficulty with intimate relationships.
7. Overreact to changes over which they have no

8. Constantly seek approval and affirmation.
9. Feel they are different from other people.
10. Are super-responsible or super-irresponsible.
11. Are extremely loyal, even in the face of
evidence that the loyalty is undeserved.
12. Tend to lock themselves into a course of
action without giving consideration to consquaices.

As can be imagined, these symptoms can pose lifelong
problems. If you recognize yourself here, you may want
to inquire about seminars or groups that address the
problems of adult children of alcoholics. Most of us come
from families that are dysfunctional in some way. There
are very few perfect families. Therefore we can all benefit
from education and treatment in this area.
