THe Mohawk Council of Akwesasne wishes to
announce three (3) vacancies on the Akwesasne Mohawk
Board of Education. The Board consists of nine (9) rep-
resentatives from the districts of Snye, Cornwall Island
and St. Regis, with two non-voting Council representa-
tives. The Board has been in existence since 1985. Each
Board member serves a term of three (3) years with the
elections being held on a staggered basis meaning that
every year a board member's term expires and nomina-
tions & elections are to be held. Last year the first
elections were held with the people being voted in by
acclamation.

The role of the Education Board and its members is
to represent the educational needs for the community. To
do this a board must be able to direct the organization.

A summary of the Role of a Board is:
1. Establish policy.
2. Approves plans & budgets and then evaluates.
3. Appoints staff.
4. Fosters good community relations;

NEW YORK (UMNS)--TwoTecent conferences of the
World Council of Churches have raised concerns of in-
digenous or native peoples.

A May 7-13 Programme to Combat Racism in
Darwin, Australia, focused on the connection between ra-
cism and the historical dental of rights to indigenous
peoples. "

Cynthia Kent, Native American program secre-
tary for the United Methodist Board of Global Ministries'
National Division, said the conferences sent a message
that tribal sovereignty should be the basis from which
churches develop an indigenous-rights strategy.

The council's World Conference on Mission
and Evangelism, held May 22-31 in San Antonio, Texas,
and attended by United Methodists, called for creating a
commission to deal "with the struggle of indigenous
people.

While the United Methodist, Church, "has al-
ways been supportive of Indian issues in resolutions," it
is time to put words into action through developing plans
and providing funding and staff time, according to Ms.
Kent.

Many Native Americans "have paid their dues
with the church," she said, and are "responsible United
Methodists...as well as advocates for the Indians."

Decisions should be made by Native Ameri-
cans, she added, and decision making will "be a challenge

to (Native Americans)...we must work with other mem-
bers of the church to develop a strategy."

Related resolutions adopted by the 1988 United
Methodist General Conference include recognition of
violation of Native American rights and a call for the
General Board of Church and Society, along with United
Methodist Native Americans, to create a strategy "that
will bring the power of moral and religious influence to
bear upon the struggles of Native People of the Ameri-
cas."

Land rights have been a major issue of concern
for indigenous peoples worldwide. The Darwin consulta-
tion called for an end to forced removal of indigenous
peoples from their lands and the right to self-determina-
tion in control of their territories.

The San Antonio conference, in an "act of faith-
fulness." called upon council member churches to "return
church lands taken from indigenous people and to divest
church assets in corporations exploiting indigenous
lands."

The 1988 General Conference approved return
of all church-held tribal lands no longer used for mission
among Native Americans to the resident Indian nation or
to the nation that was the original owner. The Board of
Global Ministries was directed to make a report of all such
church-held lands.

i .-•:•;, Afirststep occurred last December, when land
that originally telonged to the Klamath tribe was returned
by the church in a formal ceremony in Beatty, Ore.

"We know that it takes a long time," said Ms.
Kent about the return of land. "But we know now that it's
workable."

Ms. Kent and two other U.S. Native American
representatives at the Darwin consultation also called for
recognition and respect for tribal sovereignty, both for
tribes with treaties with the U.S. government and tribes
without a treaty.

Another central issue is the freedom to practice
traditional religions and preserve burial remains.

NATIONAL ABORIGINAL
COMMUNICATIONS
SOCIETY MEETS IN

OTTAWA
The National Aboriginal Communications Society
(N ACS) held a special meeting on June 2 and 3 in Ottawa.
The group dealt with several issues including discussion
on the renewed mandate for NACS annual meeting,
elections, committees and native broadcaster's relation-
ship with performing rights organizations.

A date has been set for the NACS Third Annual General
Meeting, it will be in Whitehorse (Kwanlin), Yukon from
September 10 to 17.

President Ray Fox said the theme is The Talking Circle.
"Individual members will be encouraged to reaffirm and
demonstrate their culture at the meeting,*' he said.

Fox said he hopes other regions will become more famil-
iar with other regions' customs and disparities. He added
that the theme will demonstrate a more traditional style of
NACS meeting.

The executive has two new members with the election of
a secretary and a treasurer.

Catherine MacQuarrie is the new secretary. She is cur-
rently the Executive Director of die Native Communica-
tions Society of the Western Northwest Territories.

Eileen Vance Duchesne filled the treasurer's position that
has been vacant fora year. She is the Executive Director
of the Ye Sa To Communications Society in Whitehorse.

Four new committees were formed. Ken Kane of North-
ern Native Broadcasting in the Yukon; Debbie Brisebois
with the Inuit Broadcasting Corporation; Aimo Mookig-
uak of Taqramuit Nipingat Incorporated, and Eileen
Vance Duchesne were named to the Awards/Annual
General Meeting Committee.

The Policy and Development Committee will be repre-
sented by Catherine MacQuarrie, Eileen Vance Duch-
esne, Ghislain Picard from the Siciete deCommunicatins
Atikamekw Montagnais, and Henry Wilson from Native
Communications Incorporated. This committee will also
deal with a review of the NACS mandate.

Eileen Vance Duchesne, Debbie Brisebois and Frances
Lord of the Taqramuit Nipingat Incorporated from the Fi-
nance Committee. The Hiring Committee is made up of
Doug Saunders from the Inuit Broadcasting Incorporated,
Roy Gould of the Native Communications Society of
Nova Scotia, and NACS President Ray Fox. Fox is also
ex-officio for all other committees.

NACS members also dealt with the complicated issue of
native broadcasters' relationships with performing rights
organizations such as CAP AC and PROCAN. Fox said
NACS will try to initiate a meeting between the Society,
CAPAC and PROCAN, as well as the Canadian Associa-
tion of Broadcasters (CAB).

He explained that the CRTC is conducting a study of
native broadcasters and there is a call for comments.
"Since CAB will be most affected by the advancement of
native broadcasters, we thought we should meet before-
hand rather than airing our disagreements, or possible dis-
agreements, in public." Fox said.
