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Guest Editorial
The present state of the Haudeno«.unee Confederacy
appears to be in a state of flux. We arc faced with
many issues, some of which seem unresolvable. In
each community we must ask how our problems
are going to be resolved. How do we think clearly?
What seems acceptable in one place is not m another.
We must examine each concern carefully and in depth
before making major decisions.

We firmly believe that as citizens we have the
right to do what we want to do. However, there are
very important steps to exercising that right to insure
our people are protected as individuals and the
community is protected from individuals. We must
realize that given the enormous amounts of cash now
flowing through our communities some of our people
have chosen to become "independent" of any authority
and are accountable only to themselves.

This situation creates great internal stress and at
times, chaos. Some of our people have learned to
profit through these unfortunate circumstances. Their
margin of profit is in equal ratio to the degree of
political instability they cause.

However, in the end each person must be
responsible for their actions. Individuals have no
right to put the our people in jeopardy. Yet perhaps
this type of economic fascism is approaching some
type of change. The "handwriting is on the wall"
even as the attempt is made to involve our leaders in
trivial matters.

At Akwesasne the issues seem to be rooted in the
legitimacy of our governments. Each of our three
councils has its respective role in the lives of our
people. We all know the so-called "elective systems"
are creations of the Canadian and American
authorities. The Mohawk Nation Council is part of
the Confederacy. Until recently the U.S. and Canada
refused to deal with the Nation Council. The
political reality says something different. New York,
for instance, has found itself sitting across from the
Nation on land claims and must realize the
Akwesasne position on claims and jurisdiction will
always be argued from the "national" perspective.

This factor involves gambling also. The U.S.,
New York and the Tribal Council are the three parties
involved in this process. Such games as are now here
have had a dramatic effect on all of us. Remember
how bingos used to be?

The gaming flourishes because the state and federal
government had adopted a "hands off' policy towards
Akwesasne as a result of our crisis ten years ago.
Remember some of the key individuals involved,
their statements then and their actions today. Note
also, the BIA was beginning to promote the growth
of individual entrepreneurs and investors. The Bureau
issued federal traders licenses to certain people which
supposedly allowed them to come on to Indian land.
But the Indian government had to approve. It was our
tax free status being marketed. It was our rights ,aSa ;
community, being exploited. First by the use of the
traders license to bring in cigarettes and then the
gambling.

The question had to be asked: Who was profiting?
The businesses do great, the non-Indian consumer
gets a break but are the Mohawks themselves
enjoying real benefits? Who really benefits from our
tax free status? The same question must be asked not
only about the cigarettes but the gambling as well. '

With regards to the so-called 'warriors" and in
particular the June 9 interview with Art Montour and
John Boots, one must raise the question of
legitimacy. Under whose authority does this group
operate? Some of Mr. Boots comments about the
Tribal Council were correct but the Great Law of
Peace has nothing to do with the Tribe. Mr.
Montour has been on national television (Good
Morning America and the Morton Downey Show) as
a spokesman for the "warriors" yet Mr. Boots denied
the existence of a "warrior" society. Why didn't
Montour correct him, especially since he defended
such a group on national t.v.? What are the
"warriors" protecting anyway?

It is clear to me the local, Massena newspaper, the
Daily Observer, omitted certain facts in its editorial
"Let Cool Heads Prevail." Why has the paper not
printed stories on where the slot machines are coming
from? Why did it not discuss the benefits the local
towns are experiencing from the gambling? How
much money have its own people made as a result of
the gambling? The proposed mall on Route 37 east
of Massena is no doubt counting on the gamblers to
spend money there. Let's hear the "rest of the story."

Mr. David Jacobs and Mr. Guilford White
commented in a local "newspaper" about the
candidacy of Ms. Bonaparte. They said the
"sovereignty" of Akwesasne was in danger because
she lives on the "Canadian" side of the community.
How can Mr. White talk about sovereignty when the
Bingo Palace is incorporated under New York law
while Jacobs quotes state law about who can vote!

One final observation, I am waiting to see
evidence of the skills and knowledge our college
educated people have acquired to appear in the editorial
section of our newspaper. I am hoping all the
political science, English and history courses taken
would enable these people to offer ideas and
comments about the plagues now attacking our
community. This is all of our futures and your
opinions are vital. •

There are many ideas for new businesses in
Akwesasne. The popular misconception is you must have
50,000 to 250,000 for a new building and many more
thousands. Not neccessarily true. You can rent a building.
You can run a business out of your own home or garage.
Sometimes you may simply need a pick-up
truck and some tools for your business, or a kitchen will
suffice. It all depends on what type of business you have.

One good source for ideas for business startups is
a magazine caUedETNANCIAL INDEPENDENCE. It is

, the Nissan Guide to Bootstrap Businesses. It is a publica-
tion by the editors of MOTHER EARTH NEWS. They
have produced a special series. One magazine had 32
ideas for new businesses to start. The magazine gives
examples of how each of the 32 businesses could be
started and operated.

Some examples include: a barn-board business; recy-
cling metals; a window washing business; a paiinting
business; buying and selling used furniture; a knife sharp-
ening business; a firewood business; a welding route; a
Wood sign business; a car wash on wheels or homestead
honey. Where were many more ideas in the magazine.

Sometimes your business may simply exist during one
season, a leaf raking business for example. You may
comeup with ideas of your own. Sometimes, an idea for
a business may cpme to you in some form and you do not
recognize tt«a profitable business. Granted you might
want to be a millionaire and a leaf raking business would
bea tough way to go. But,abusiness no matter how small
is still a business.
