Saranac Lake-North Country Community College
will offer the Wilderness Education Association
(WEA) national Standard Course, a 33-day program
spent entirely in the field, July 9-Aug. 10.

Participants will spend approximately two weeks
canoeing and three weeks backpacking to learn
procedures and techniques for planning and executing
wilderness trips.

Instructor Kent Clement will teach necessary
outdoor living skills with an emphasis on leadership
training and minimum impact usage.

The course is characterized by intensive
instruction and opportunities to learn through
experience.

WEA certification is granted to participants who
demonstrate proficiency according to an extensive
evaluation procedure emphasizing leadership
capabilities.

Previous, wilderness experience is not a
requirement of the course but participants should
demonstrate initiative, a strong desire to learn and a
willingness to participate in a group learning
experience.

The course is co-sponsored by the Wilderness
Education Association and North Country
Community College. The WEA is a national,
non-profit organization dedicated to the
professionalizing of outdoor leadership. NCCC offers
WEA curriculum as part of its Wilderness Leadership
Program.

Indian Arts Names New

President
Same Fe, N.M., June 16,1989- The Board of

Trustees of the Institute of American Indian Arts in
Same Fe, New Mexico today named Kathryn Harris
Tijerina the school's first full-time president since
IAIA's independence from the Bureau of Indian
Affairs. Her appointment is effective August 1.

In announcing Tijerina's selection, Alfred
Quyawayma, Chairman of IAIA's Search Committee
and Vice Chairman of the Board was particularly
impressed with Ms. Tijerina's educational credentials,
her management of programs promoting Indian
educational opportunities and her involvement with
Indian issues at both the state and national level.

"But perhaps most important of all," he said,
"is that Ms. Tijerina share the vision ihat first made
IAIA an innovative, exciting place to be — a vision
that will transform it into a major and nationally
recognized center serving the educational needs of all
American Indians and Native Alaskans."

Qoyawayma pointed out that IAIA from New
Mexico State University in Las Cruces were she was
Director of Indian Resource Development, a Statewide
program. She also has served as Deputy Secretary of
the Natural Resources Department of the State of
New Mexico and was Indian Affairs Specialist for the
U.S. Department of Energy.
