Restructuring The
Tribal Council

There is obvious need to make serious changes in

the St Regis Mohawk Tribal Council The way the
Council functions now does not respond well to a new
social, economic and political environment There are
new realities at Akwesasne rthe Council has to conform
1o

The rise of & business class here has underlined the
need to protect these activities from the laws and
regulations of outside governments Business function
best when they have a clear idea regarding their rights
and duties to the communmity What we have had s
chaos The businesses need to be assured that their
legitimate ventures are not frustrated by an ad-
ministration whose priorities change from one elec-
tion to the next True ¢conomic development needs
stability in government

A serious issue for all of Akwesasne 1 the lack of a
community wide justice system  Without a single
judicial code supported by one police force we are
held hostage by Canadian and American police
systems Their repeated invasion of our territory
destroys the credibility of our teadership since at
pomnts out the fact our Councils are clearly subject to
the forces of alien powers

The Tribal Council, as 1t 15 now, has had great dif-
ficulty 1n establishing o faic«obrecnive and polinicalty
neutral justice system  Again. the unpredictability of
its structure causes doubt, uncertamty and apathy A
more stabte Council less concerned with demands of
three individuals would be huur prepared to coeare
such a justice system
