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1. .Federal courts and state courts both have jurisdiction to hear cases
involving violations of criminal gambling laws. The court rejected
argurrients thai the Akwesasne reservation is a sovereign territory
Over which the United States does not have jurisdiction, unless
granted by treaty. In reaching this conclusion, the court noted that
"Indian tribes enjoy only that sovereignty which Congress is wilting
to tolerate." Further, the court said that Congress can abrogate
treaties and that "since the charges involved in the present case are die
subjects of the federal statutes in question, any treaty provisions are
superseded by those statutes."

2. the court rejected the defendants argument that the State of New York
has exclusive general criminal jurisdiction over Indian reservations.
The defendants relied on 25 U.S.C. 232 for this position. The court
ruled that both the federal and state courts have criminal jurisdiction.

3. The defendants could be prosecuted under either the federal Organized
Crime Control Act (18 U.S.C. 1955, unlawfuly using and
possessing gambling devices within Indian country) or the Indian
Gaming Regulatory Act (18 U.S.C. 116, knowingly advancing or
profiting from unlawful gambling.)

4. The fedral criminal statute prohibiting slot machines in Indian
country, 18 U.S.C. 1175-75, is constitutional. It is not racially
discriminatory.

5. The Indian Gaming Regulatory Act is Constitutional. The court
found the defendants' arguments to be "without merit as applied to the
iacts of these criminal prosecutions."

6. The defendants also argued that the Akwesasne reservation is not
Indian country for purposes of federal law because it is beyond the
jurisdiction of the United States. The court rejected this argument,
noting that the sovereignty of Indian tribes "has become almost
completely subject to the authority of Congress." The court
concluded, therefore, that "regardless of the history of any past

'; treaty,...the federal government has the authority to place the St.
Regis Reservation within the statutory definition of Indian Country'
as set forth in 18 U.S.C. 1151, and has done the same,"

7. None of the individually owned and operated casinos at Akwesasne
were legally operating on May 1,1988. As a result, the provisions
of the Indian Gaming Regulatory Act which exempt such earlier
operations from state and federal regulation do not apply.

THE JOE ANDERSON GAMBLING OPERATION AT
TUSCARORA

Another significant case concerns Joe Anderson's attempt to operate a
high stakes bingo hall on the Tuscarora Territory in violation of
Tuscarora law. The Council of Chiefs authorized certain members of the
Nation to enforce Tuscarora law by blocking access to the bingo hall.
Mr. Anderson filed suit in state court against those Tuscarora people who
had been protesting the illegal activity. On January 25,1988, the state
court issued an order preventing any person from blocking the traffic to
die bingo hall and limiting to six the number of people who could picket
outside, the court also ruled that New York State courts have jurisdiction
to rule on Anderson's case under 25 U.S.C. 233. The court upheld
Anderson's argument that the state courts should be governing these
matters. The court rejected arguments ofthe Tuscarora Natt
suit and the court's order interfered with the sovereignty of the Nation.

On appeal, the order of the state court was affirmed, another blow
against tuscarora sovereignty. The State appeal court ruled that the suit
was not technically against the Tuscarora Nation or its law enforcement
officers, but that the suit was merely a "private civil claim by Indians"
against Indians over which state courts have jurisdiction.

Because of concerns that the New York courts would not enforce
Tuscarora law against Mr. Anderson in a suit brought by the Nation, the
Council of Chiefs requested the New York Attorney General to bring a
suit to enforce Tuscarora law. Mr. Anderson and the "Tuscarora Warrior's

' Bingo Commission" defended the suit by arguing that the Nation's
anti-gambling law was not valid. The state court convened a trial to hear
testimony on this issue. The hearing was a detailed inquiry into the
internal procedures and structure of the traditional government arid laws of
the Tuscarora Nation. The witness for the Nation were subjected to
intense questioning and their authority was challenged by Anderson's
lawyer.

After tf»e hearing, the state court ruled on January 19,1988, that the
Attorney General did not have the right to go to court to enforce the
Tuscarora Nation's anti-gambling law. Joe Anderson's defense was
successful, but only on a legal technicality. The court made no ruling on
the Validity of the-Nation's law. The appeals court affirmed this ruling.
Several months after these rulings, Mr. Anderson ceased his gambling
operations. It seems that the efforts of the Council of Chiefs and the
Tuscarora community succeeded where legal efforts had not.

Sovereignty. The courts have properly refused to recognize that defense
because the gambling activities have not been approved by the sovereign
Mohawk authorities. But the courts' rulings go beyond what is necessary
to prosecute these individual gamblers and do serious damage to broader
Indian legal rights. In the future, the rulings in these gambling cases will
probably be used against the Mohawks and Six Nations in cases that
really ido involve sovereign Indian rights.

In Joe Anderson's case, where Anderson rushed into the state courts to
stop the Tuscarora Nation from enforcing the Nation's laws against
gambling, the courts' decisions are also damaging to Indian rights. If the
testimony of Anderson's witnesses had been completely accepted by the
courts, extremely serious harm would have been caused to Six Nations
sovereignly. Fortunately, the Tuscarora Nation lost only the short term
legal battles and seems to have won the-war to shut down Anderson's
gambling operations. The bad precedents set by those court cecisions
will, however, almost certainly be used against the Tuscarora Nation and
other nations of the Six Nations in future legal battles.

The witnesses who testified on behalf of Mr. Anderson and against
the CouncijL of Chiefs were Carol Patterson, clan mother of the Snipe
Clan; Webster Cusick, Chief of the Snipe Clan; Jean Crogan, member of
the Beaver Clan; Paul Delaronde, a Mohawk who testified about the
meaning of the Great Law of Peace as applied to die Tuscarora Nation;
and William Starna, an anthropologist from SUNY Oneonta. Mr. Stama,
Anderson's non-Indian "expert" witness, testified that the Six Nations
Confederacy was "dissolved" during the Revolutionary War and that the
Tuscarora Nation's anti-gambling law was invalid under the Great Law of
