Why are you so concerned about the roadblocks ? They a r t u p for the
collective rights of all the people of Akwesasne, not just a select few
who would trade away what few rights we have left as a people to build
their own personal fortunes. It is people such as these who would most
likely abandon us in the event that the United States government
decided to begin taxing all the people who live on the reservation,
because of illegal casinos.

That is one of the main reasons that the roadblocks were put up.
They were not put up only to put people out of work.

This seems to be the propaganda that you and your group o f
self-appointed leaders are telling your followers. These people are
rounded up like cattle, taken to the bingo palace and pumped up tor
hours with your theatrics and half-truths. After these brainwashing
sessions, you set them loose, hoping they are successful in tearing
down the blockades and maybe seriously injuring the people manning
them. Then the combined force of casino owners, casino workers,
MSSF, smugglers, pro-gambling supporters and other self-appointed ..
leaders can resume all their illegal and immoral activities full speed
ahead. It seems to us that it has been their combined effort to destroy
our way of life so that they can malce the money that they've been
crying about since the blockade started, :,

Listening to some of the people at the various meetings (WHICH I

You seem to be so outspoken in various newspapers, so why don't
you work towards saving your own people! ? Instead, you are trying to
pit Mohawk against Mohawk, saying that this wil l preserve Mohawk

Why did the pro-gambling faction/MSSF erect armories/barricades
only around/in protection of the casinos ? Are these the only areas on
the reserve that they believe are sovereign ? If they are claiming that
Akwesasne is a sovereign nation, then why don't they guard the whole
reserve, and not just the areas where the casinos are located ? Because if
Akwesasne is a sovereign nation, then that will include die whole
reserve and not just the casino areas. It would also include al l the.
people, not just the pro-gambling faction that lives on the American
side. I also don't see how you and your people can curse the people who
live on the Canadian side for being involved, when a good portion of
your supporters are also from the Canadian side, or perhaps they are s

collecting benefits from that side. The definition of sovereignty is not
how much money an individual can accommodate. '• ''".•".'•.;

You have twisted the Great Law of Peace, not to mention the

sovereignty, for your benefit only, and many pf your gullible followers
believe that they may also be able to collect easy money (as you have)
through a scam such as the one you have created. The thing is, you
have done a nice job of leaving out tne'i^ults/aftereffects/c^tcome of .
these sick actions, and these people haven't been told where they will
end up. The people who believe that what you are doing is not rijjfht
have stopped to analyze the situation and its possible outcome have not
allowed themselves to be brainwashed by money/power.

What we cannot understand is why some of our Mohawk people have
become greedy, fighting for jobs at which there are no skills, thinking
or benefits involved, and pay can't be too much more than minimum
wage. It is in the blood of an Indian to work hard at what he does/for
what he has. It is this spirit inside of our people that gives them such
a wonderful sense of pride. . : v

You and your followers think that you'll be able to take over/rule
Akwesasne at the drop of a hat. Yes, you've got many people
brainwashed,, but you're forgetting the strength of your people - I mean
the ones who believe that Akwesasne still has a chance WITHOUT
casinos. Our people believe that their Creator is with them as they try ;
to follow the Great Law the best way they can, without falling into the
trap of the roti'sken'rakehten, who are armed with high-powered;
weapons, trying so hard to intimidate people.

In peace, people of varied faiths from varied sections of Akwesasne
have come together in support of the anti-gambling faction, and it has
been a great thing to see. Obviously, religion and location no longer
create a barrier for these people, because they are learning parallel
morals. All religions believe that violence is wrong, and that true
sovereignty can only be achieved through peace. Thus, your people, .;"•.
armed, will never experience true sovereignty. * " . =

Our people have no intentions of taking a human life, which is a
sacred thing to the Hotinoshoni, It saddens us to see your people
waving their guns around like a piece of candy, with hate-filled eyes,
ready to take the life of a fellow Mohawk- at the command of another.

Confederacy, anyway ? I guess the white man's saying,"United We
Stand, Divided We Fall" may prove true to our people after all. When
this happens, your people will finally experience the impact of your
lies, because the "sovereignty" line that you've been feeding them will
blow away like dust in the wind, and then these people will experience *
the laws and taxes of the United States/Canada that YOU told them they -
were completely devoid of. V
