A New Federalism for
American Indians

I

After two years of investigation,
the Senate Committee that
uncovered massive fraud, corruption
and mismanagement in the federal
government's administration of
American Indian affairs today
released a final report calling for "A
New Federalism for American
Indians."
The Committee's bispartisan and
unaminous proposal would allow
Indian tribes to completely take
over both the resources and the
functions of current federal Indian
programs, including the Bureau of
Indian Affairs (BIA).
"Under "A New Federalism for

American Indians," said Sen..
Dennis DeConcini (D-AZ), the
Chairman of the Special
Committee, "the billions now
wasted on self-perpetuating federal
bureaucracies will belong to the
tribes themselves, to determine
their own destiny."
"Our tax dollars are being
squandered on federal bureaucracies
that are ensnarled in red tape,
grossly mismanaged", and
completely incapable of serving the
American Indian people," said Sen.

; John McCain (R-AZ), the Special
j Committee's Co-Chairman. "All
I Americans will benefit from a
program that allocates -federal
resources to the people they are
intended to serve, rather than to
inept bureaucrats and corrupt
officials."
Noting that past congressional
investigations have resulted in
insignificant restructuring of the
federal Indian bureaucracies, Sen.
DeConcira' declared, "The time for
tinkering is over. The time has
come to allow tribal governments
to stand free — independent,
responsible and accountable."
Federalism for American Indians"
would enable the President and any
tribe, on a voluntary basis, to
negotiate a mutual agreement that
gives the tribe the freedom to assess
its own needs, set priorities, and
design budgets to address those
priorities.
The federal government would
provide an annual Tribal
Self-Governance Grant (TSGG)
equal to the tribe's proportional
share of the current federal Indian
budget, as a permanent entitlement,
in lieu of federal services from the
BIA and other agencies.
The tribe would be required to
adhere to appropriate standards of
fiscal accountability and operate its
government in accordance with a
written constitution that has been
democratically-approved by a

majority of the tribe's members.
In the course of its investigation,
the Committee and its staff visited
more than 70 tribes in 16 states,
conducted more than 2,010
interviews, analyzed approximately
1.140,000 documents, subpoenaed
307 individuals and corporations,
took 65 and heard 172 witnesses in
public hearing during the winter and
spring of 1989. _
In two years of investigation, the
Committee found that federal
agencies knew of possible oil theft
from Indians but refused to stop it,
hired teachers at reservation schools
despite their known records of child
sexual abuse, and failed to heed
warnings that their minority
contracting programs were
dominated by fraudulent shell
companies.
"In almost every federal agency,"
said Sen. Tom Daschle (D-SD),
"officials knew of the abuses, but
did little or nothing to stop them.
When executive agencies are aware
of problems but refuse to act, we in
congress must question their very
existence."
The Committee also documented
kickbacks and other illicit financial
dealings by certain tribal
governmental officials, including
Chairman Peter MacDonald of the
Navajo Nation,'
"We must amend the federal
criminal code and beef up law
enforcement to ensure that no
Indian is deprived of the honest
services of tribal officials by
improper payments or gratuities,
conflicts of interest, concealment of
records, and other wrongdoing," said
Sen. DeConcini.
Sen. McCain blamed Congress'
"attitude of benign neglect" for the
failures uncovered by the
Committee: "On the one hand, by
allowing tribal officials to handle
hundreds of millions in federal
funds without stringent criminal
laws or adequate enforcement,
Congress has left the American
Indian people vulnerable to
corruption. On the other hand, for
years Congress has tolerated the
clear administrative breakdown of
federal agencies."
"Indians currently have no one to
turn to when their concerns are
ignored or their resources pilfered,"
explained Sen. Daschle. "The
federal agencies blame the tribes and
vice versa. American Indians
themselves can hold no one to
task. If no one is responsible, then
no one is accountable. And the
American Indian citizen suffers the
consequences."
The Committee's proposed "New

Her name, among many
others, has been removed from the
vot ing | ik j ; : t i iM Gte* Carol
Herne, oddly enough, personally
asked Bonaparte to be a candidate.

There have been BO public

meetings to discuss or vote on the
new change in voting policy, a fact
which may raise serious questions
about the legality of the.June
election.

As this issue went to press,
Indian Time also learned that the
nominations of Julius Herne and
Melvin White are invalid if the
new residency law is strictly adhered
to. Peggy Pyke and Roger
Thompson are both Cornwall Island
residents and enrolled members of
the tribe, according to Harold
TarbelL

"The answer is obvious," said
Tarbell. "Either invalidate Melvin
and Speed's nominations, or go
back to the custom of the last
decade, which is to allow all
enrolled members to vote."

On May 11,1990 in Cornwall,
Ontario the federal Department of
Indian Affairs (D.I.A.N.b.) quashed
an attempt by .supporters of the
"warriors" at Akwesasne to replace
the entire elected Mohawk Council
of Akwesasne. In a letter to Grand
Chief Michael Mitchell on May 8,
.1990, Don Goodwin, Assistant
Deputy Minister of Indian Affairs,
writes, *The (D.I.A.N.D.)
recognizes the existing council
headed by you..."
The group who attempted the
overthrow are "warrior" hacks who
are totally unaccountable to the
people of the community. The
"warriors" never recognized tine
elected councils net they tried to
take those some councils over.
Their contradictions show the
desperation of someone caught in a
lie who only digs himself a deeper
hole the more he tries to get out of
it". "The few people behind the
attempted coup were a mild irritant
over the last few days, and they'd be
smart not to waste their time
flogging that dead horse", he added;
"We receive various government
funds for social, economic and
political development as partial
fulfillment of the Canadian
obligations to the Mohawk people
by virtue of our aboriginal rights,"
added the Grand Chief." the
Mohawk Council of Akwesasne
(M.C.A.) has taken every step
possible to take over control of
federal programs in favor of the
people of the community. Grand
Chief Mitchell was reacting to the
statements in the media yesterday

by "warrior" spokespeople who
attempted to make the M.C.A.
appear as an agent of the federal
government who must dance to the
federal tune. "We are in an
on-going process to educate the
community on how to take greater
control over our lives and that often
puts us in conflict with the federal
government Our record shows that
we certainly aren't agents of the
crime must be shared with the

' federal, Ontario and Quebec
governments which for years
largely ignored our pleas to stop the
smuggling Which originated in their
jurisdictions. "Smuggling led to
gambling which led to arms which
led to intimidation of the police and
of the people of the community."
The M.C.A. has operated under a
century's - old Indian Act which is
out-dated arid full of loop-holes of
which criminals in our midst have
taken advantage. We have been
working hard - through a
community - accountable process -
to take back powers under the
Indian Act and to fill the gaps under
our own authority. We have gone
directly to the people by referendum
on many areas that we eventually
took over such as our election law,
our educ^k*! and membership.
In contr^- ̂  "warriors", like the
terrorist groups in ihe middle east,
are unaccountable to the people.
Their creed is might is right Their
purpose is to overthrow us through
any means - scandal, character
assassination, bribery, deceit and
violence.
Ask them what their goal is and

federal government"
The "warriors" on the other hand
advocate total separation from
Canada and the U.S. and an-
economy based on smuggling and
illegal gambling. They are
operating outside of federal,
provincial, state and Mohawk law.
They advocate sovereignty of the
Mohawk Nation but their activities
benefit a few individuals.
M o h a w k people see our
sovereignty as a collective right
belonging to the entire Nation.
The "warriors" are endangering our
sovereignty by turning it into an
individual right for personal profits.
Many examples exist of their
inconsistencies. In January, 1990,
at the Grand Council of the Six
Nations Confederacy held in
Oshweken near Brantford, Ontario,
the "warriors" walked out of a
meeting with the Chiefs because
Grand Chief Mitchell was given the
right to speak. They claimed that
they could not listen to, or have
anything to do with, an elected
Chief or council. Around the same
time, Francis Boots, one of the
"warrior" leaders, signed an
agreement with the elected Mohawk
Tribal Council on the American
side of the reservation making the
"warriors" the exclusive
peacekeeping force on the
credibility when they insist on
doing it themselves," said Grand
Chief Mitchell

The elected councils have been
working in close cooperation with
the traditional Mohawk Nation
Council on a number of areas.

Land claims, environmental and
economic development projects are
major areas Which take' the
combined efforts of all the Mohawk
people, regardless to which council
they show. allegiance. "Past
problems of disunity have been
caused by various factors, such as
religion and the international border
but we decided at one point that we
are all Mohawk people and that we
must work together without
compromising any of our respective
beliefs. Our unity drive of 1985
would have been successful by now
had it not been for the "warriors".
The blame for the violence and

they admit that it is to take control
the government and the people of
Akwesasne. It is to sell their
corrupted philosophy of native
sovereignty. The good people of
Akwesasne will not let them
destroy our community or our
Nation.
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
