General Welfare Assistance (GWA)
is available to temporarily assist
individuals who find they are in
need of assistance to pay for their
basic needs, such as: food,
clothing, rent, heat, hydro.
An individual who is in need of
assistance must first schedule an
appointment with the Social
Community Services Fieldwprker.
Upon receiving an appointment, the
Field worker will make a home
visit, fill out an application with
the individual and obtain all the
necessary information/documents to
assist the Social Community
Services Department in verifying
the information provided by the
applicant. After a two day review,
the applicant is instructed to call
the office to see whether their claim
for GWA has been approved or
denied. .
The documents required by the
applicant at the time of the home
Visit are one or more of the
following:
*Record of employment/layoff slip

*Paystubs
*Last benefit statement

Hitachi Foundation, Washington,
D.C., has awarded a four-year grant
to First Nations Financial Project
in support of its "Oweesta"
Program. Oweesta, which is the
Mohawk word for money, assists
small business loan programs on
reservations and supports American
Indian financial institutions' with
deposits and linked deposit
strategies, through its $1.1 million
Oweesta Fund. According to
Rebecca Adamson, an Eastern
Cherokee and president of First
Nations, The Hitachi Foundation
grant is representative of a growing
movement.
"Many reservation development
programs have tried to locate
non-Indian business on
reservations", says Adamson, "but
too often these were at odds with
Indian culture, and in the end they
failed or benefited only non-Indians.
First Nations' research has found
that there are already thousands of
Indian people operating informal
micro-enterprises on reservations,
but the tremendous economic
potential of these businesses has
been held back by a lack of
operating capital and a need for
technical assistance in expanding
the scale of their operations."
"Our work to support these
micro-businesses began with the
Lakota Fund, which operates on the
Pine Ridge Indian Reservation,
"continued Adamson. "It was the
first community-controlled
reservation loan fund in the country
and has supported over 70
micro-enterprises and small
businesses with loans and technical
assistance. Its experience has
served as a model and inspired tribes
across the country to investigate
and begin developing similar small
loan funds."

"One emerging loan fund project is
the Cherokee Community Loan

•Fulfil'of tlte? Cherokee Kation of
Oklahoma" explained Bruce King,
an Oneida and First Nations'
Operations and Oweesta Program
Director. "Oweesta has been
working with the Cherokee
community for about a year now
helping with flow-of-funds studies,
interviewing residents about their
credit needs, talking with area
bankers, and working with the
organizers to help the Fund develop
its strategy and operating plans.
This fall they will begin making
business and community
development loans."
The Lakota Fund and Cherokee
Community Fund are just two
innovative reservation lending
projects which will be presented at
Oweesta's upcoming "New
Directions 1990" Reservation
Lending and Capital Management
Conferencej to be held in Denver,
May 22-24, 1990, "Last year,
Oweesta held the first national
training conference on reservation
lending and capital management"
says Sherry Salway Black, a Lakota
from Pine Ridge and First Nations'
Vice President. "Over 100
participants representing more than
40 tribes showed up for the event.
Their enthusiasm for the training
demonstrated the widespread interest
that tribes have in supporting local
business development with credit
and capital management strategies.
This year's Oweesta conference,
which is again being supported by
Hitachi; will offer an even wider
selection of training sessions to
practitioners ; from around the
country. We expect over 50 tribes
to be represented."
Other Oweesta Progam supporters
include the Unitarian Universalist's
Veatch Program, Mobil
Foundation, JD and CT Mac Arthur
Foundation, Ford Foundation and
CS Mott Foundation. "Hitachi's
grant is the first long-term grant
commitment to Oweesta" adds
Adamson, "and will help many
Indian entrepreneurs gain access to
the capital they need to build
successful businesses on the
reservations. With few

employment options available,
tribal members often have only two
choices: self-employment or
welfare. Hitachi understands this
situation and has taken the lead in
supporting their self-employment
intitiaUves with this grant."

before the Moss Lake encampment
with training occurring at the new
settlement at Ganienkeh. Incidents
were created which enabled the
promotion of the manifesto - Moss
Lake takeover of a Girl Scout
camp, Ganienkeh resettlement with
military training, and the
Thompson encampment. Followers
grew with each incident based on
the appeal to a renewed sense of
"nationalism".

A military requires financing and
a source for assault weapons. Mob
related activities enable the plan to
come to full birth - smuggling
weapons, drugs, cigarettes, etc.
Access to military-type weapons
was assured so that illegal activities
could be protected to the maximum.
The military plan now has the
essential ingredients - a cause,
.recruits, and financing. Outside
sources will eventually oppress
those who have falsely risen above
the oppression but the cost of the
lives of the Mohawk people, both
for and against, will be an
expensive one.

Financing the militant plan
became a major concern for Hall,
therefore causing him to look to
means of raising revenue to allow
his dream to continue. About that
time, tribal members in New York
state, through mob connections,
began the establishment of "Smoke
Shops". The Kahnawake branch of
the militant group (based in
Quebec) actively began to devise a
scheme to smuggle cigarettes,
drugs, guns, and alcohol from U.S.
based reservations into Canada.
Akwesasne became a focal point
since it straddles the U.S. -Canada
border and its internal borders are
not monitored.

In 1987, Kahnawake succumbed
to the evil plans of the militant
group • "smoke shops" existed on
every corner selling tax-free
cigarettes. A year later, high stakes
bingo was introduced by Hail's
soldiers. Hall and his followers held -
the Quebec Provincial Police at bay
with threats of violence.

Illegal gambling escalated at
Akwesasne and the people foufht
Hall's soldiers. Toe soldier* attack^
the Mohawk people: boming tod
destroying cars, shooting at homes
of people who did not support Hall
and finally shooting at the Mohawk
people themselves with die intent
to kill them.

Hall's militant Mohawk
nationalism now has multi-million
dollar financing through illegal
activities in Ganienkeh Territory,
Akwesasne, Seneca, Tuscarora,
Onondaga, and Oneida. A "paid
protection service" (mob style
protection) is provided to casino and
smoke shop owners as well as to
smugglers in order to protect meir
money supply.

The investments ate protected at
all costs - in the name of Hall's
Mohawk Nationalism. Agaiay
"Might means Right" and anything.
is allowed within the Warrior
