The JOM Program has planned
a summer school program
beginning July 9 and ending
August 3,1990,

Native American students
PRESENTLY in GRADES TWO
through SIX and who attend either
the Salmon River of Massena
Central School are eligible for this
program.'

The St Regis Mohawk School
facilities will be the location for all
summer school activities.

BUSES will transport students
on the Reservation to and from the
ST. Regis Mohawk School.

Lunches will be offered FREE
of charge to students who are
registered.

The School day will begin at
9:00 a.m. and end at 2:00 p.m.
Buses will start picking up students
around 8:00 a.m. Please be patient
and watch for the buses the first
day. Please have your child waiting
for pick-up.

Students will be taking
different classes such as computer
work and study skills, Mohawk
Language and Culture - Mohawk
crafts, reading and Math classes and
an assortment of recreational
activities. ALL students will be
required to attend each one of these
classes to enable our program to
run smoothly.

The disciplinary policy for the
summer program will be much the
same as the regular school code.
Students who break the rules and
refuse to cooperate will be taken
home immediately.

HOT DAYS: Trips to the
beach will be taken when the
weather is expected to be warm.
Students should bring bathing suits
and towels to school with them on
these days.

RAIN DAYS: Students will go
roller skating or bowling.

Special field trips out or town
may be announced at a later date.

Writers Publication

Prize
A publication prize for the best

new work by an American Indian
writer has been established by the
University of Nebraska Press in con-
junction with the University of Cali-
fornia, SantaCruz, and the University
of California, Berkeley.

The American Indian Prose Award
will be an annual award. The award-
winning manuscript will be published
as a book and its author will receive
an advance of $1,000.

"Works by and about American
Indians form the core of the Univer-
sity of Nebraska Press's nearly 2,000
tides in print," said Press Director
Willis Regier. "But we have pub-
lished relatively few books by living
American Indian writers, and the es-
tablishment of this prize will serve to
redress that imbalance."

"Some of this nation's most pro-
vocative writing is being done by
Native Americans," he said, "and we
believe it's important to bring their
works and their worlds to the atten-
tion of the reading public. These
books will bring to this and future
generations an integral part of our
nation's lifeblood."

The jury for the competition in-
cludes Pulitzer Prize winner N. Scott
Momaday (University of Arizona),
Paula Gunn Allen (University of
California, Berkeley), American Book
Award winner Gerald Vizenor (Uni-
versity of California, Santa Cruz),
and A. LaVonne Brown Ruoff (Uni-
versity of Illinois, Chicago Circle).
The award will be given on the basis
of literary merit, Originality, and
familiarity with American Indian life.
The competition invites biography,
autobiography, history, literary criti-
cism, and essays. It Excludes poetry,
drama, and any work previously
published in book form.

The deadline for submissions this
year is July 1,1990. Finalists will be
chosen by November 1,1990, and the
author of the award-winning manu-
script will be notified by January 1991.
