Nuclear Plant
Proposed for U.S.
Energy Exports

A just-createdToron to company
with financial backers in Quebec land
Ontario has asked federal energy regu-
lator not to allow Hydro Quebec to
proceed with its Jame$ Bay II project
Northern Power Partners wants to
supply the electricity instead - by
building a nuclear power plant on the
St. Lawrence River.

In a letter to the National En-
ergy Board this week, Northern Power
says Quebec would avoid a "major
environmental threat" by allowing it -
not Hydro Quebec - to fulfill Vermont
and New York's power needs. The
company said it is trying to raise more
than $1 billion in financing from pri-
vate investors and is already negotiat-
ing the purchase of a Candu 3 reactor.

All that's left, says Northern
Power chairman Don Mitchell, is to
get the approval to go ahead - and
figure out where to put the nuclear
power plant. "I can't tell you which
communities are interested," he said
in an interview yesterday, adding that
most are on the border between Que-
bec and Ontario. "The municipal
officials would like to make the an-
nouncement when die time comes."

Mitchellsaid Northern* s invest-
ment banker, Sharwood and Co, of
Toronto, is confidential that it can
raise the $1 billion required to start the
project, among its backers, he said,
are "senior businessmen" in Quebec
who believe the province should rely
more heavily on nuclear power.

A Sharwood official saidMon-
treal firms such as Lavalut and SNC
Group may play a ''partnership" rote
in the project. '\''"'•}

Kodak hit
for illegal

ing
Eastman Kodak Co. has

pleaded guilty to dumping haz-
ardous chemicals at its Kodak
Park manufacturing plant in
Rochester, NY, and will pay a
record $2.15 million in fines and
penalties.

Attorneys for the company
pleaded guilty to two misde-
meanor violations for illegally
disposing of the waste and fail-
ing to report the spill until five
days after it was discovered. The
$1 million criminal fine is re-
portedly the largest ever assessed
in New York for an environ-
mental case. Kodak will pay an
additional $1 million in civil
penalties and $150,000 to two
local emergency planning com-
mittees. '

The, incidents at issue oc-
curred in 1986 and 1987_ The
company admitted that it ille-
gally shipped 48,900 pounds of
contaminated soil excavated
from beneath a building near its
Kodak Park tank form. Toxic
silver waste from a liquid extrac-
tion process had leaked into the
soil.

Rochester City Court Judge
HermanvWafe criticized the
agreement for hot penalizing
Kodak officials. "When a corpo-
ration pleads guilty in exchange
foranagreementnot to prosecute
membersofthecorporauon.then
pepplfe who have participated in
a criminal act go unpunished,"

Availability of Voting Lists

W e have been asked to provide an opinion on whether the Council is
required to release both the qualified voters list and the list of those
voters who actually voted. • . •

In the short time available to us, w e conducted a survey of the lavir
and have found no controlling authority on either of these matters.
Post-election inspection of voting lists is generally governed by a
state's election statutes. These laws seem to vary from state to state.
From our research we have gleaned the following general principles:

1. No general rule that such lists are to be released or are not t o t e
released exists. This is an issue left to the discretion of the law-making
body of the political entity involved.. ' '"•••',.

2. We can find no state which does not authorize the release of voter
registration lists. Sound public policy seems to indicate that these lists
ought to be made available. ' ; r

3. The States appear split over whether lists of those actually voting
should be subject to public inspection. Certain jurisdictions require diat
these voting lists be filed as a public record available to any interested
person. By contrast, other jurisdictions require that voting: lists-.be.-
sealed and filed with election officials, to be disclosed only a t their
discretion. We believe those states maintaining confidentiality appear
to have made a public policy determination that those who have voted
should not be opened uu to the possibil i ty of quest ioning o r
harassment, unless a valid public use of the documents is possible.

The decision on whether to release these two documents must b e .
made by the Council. Our first recommendation is that the Council
immediately adopt procedures for the handling of these documents.
Because this is a Council decision, we hesitate to express any opinion
on what that decision should be. W e have been asked, however, by
each of the Chiefs to make recommendations and these are set forth
below. .'*. '." . . ' • • . ' • • '

Based on our research, we can find no valid reason not to provide the
list of qualified voters to the public or to present or past candidates for
the Tribal Council. .

The decision whether to provide the list of those actually voting is
much more difficult. Since we assume that those states which maintain
the confidentiality of these records do so to protect the privacy of the
voters in the absence of a valid public policy reason to release them,
your decision should take into account whether their release can serve a
valid public purpose.

We believe mat New York State law, purporting to regulate your
tribal elections, provides some guidance on this issue. According to •
s i l l of the Indian Law of the State of New York, the challenge of a
voter's qualifications must occur prior to the time the ballot is deposited
in the ballot box. We interpret this to mean that unless a particular
voter is challenged prior to the time he/she votes, no post-election
challenge is available under New York law. Indeed, this issue was
implicitly involved in the court proceeding filed last week by Brian i
Stewart challenging the election procedures adopted by the Council..
The court agreed with our arguments that pre-election appeals are
required. . . . • . ; ,

If, therefore, a challenge to the qualifications of those who vote is not
now possible, the Council could well determine that no apparent valid
public use of this list could be made by anyone given access to i t

We have one further recommendation. We suggest that the Council
consider adopting a complete election code to govern the conduct of
further elections. We believe that New York S tate law, if it applies at .
all, does not provide sufficient guidance on important aspects of the
election to the Tribal Council. ••.'"'.""'• V

prompt treatment outlays to soar
from $10.7 billion in 1989 to
$20.6 billion in 1994, predicts a
research report by Frost & Sulli-
van.

, The study, entitled Hazard-
ous Waste Alternative Technolo-
gies Market in the U.S.i foresees
the following for these market
subsections: ,

• Remedial action projects:
up from $927 million in 1989 to
$3.4 billion in 1994.

• Aqueous waste treatment
(the largest market segment in
1989): up from $5.4 billion to
$8.5 billion by 1994.

• Treatment of solids and

organies:a 130% jump from $3.4
billion in 1989 to $7.7 billion in
1994: •".••';.•.

The report predicts that the
market will continue to see new
entrants, led by chemical and
petroleum giants {hat have
geared up for in-house waste
treatment; and who see potential
profits in selling their expertise.
Other new entrants, it adds, will
be railroad companies that want
to use hazardous waste treatment
as a way to boost their transpor-
tation revenues.
