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We have been asked to provide an
opinion on whether the Council is
required to release both the qualified
voters list and the Ust of those
voters who actually voted.

In the short time Available to us,
we conducted a survey of the law
and have found ho controlling
authority on either of diese matters.
Post-election inspection of voting
lists is generally governed by a
slates election statutes. These taws
seem to vary from state to state.
From our research we have gleaned
the following general principles[:

1. No general rule mat such lists
are to be released or are not to be
released exists. This is an issue left
to the discretion of the law-making
body of the political entity
involved. ' ••• '•'': '"' ' V ' "

2. We can find no state which.
does not authorize the release of
voter registration lists. Sound
public policy seems to indicate that
these lists ought to be made

3. The states appear split over
whether lists of those actually
voting should be subject to public
inspection. Certain jurisdictions
require that these voting lists be
filed as a public record available to
any interested person. By contrast,
other jurisdictions require that
voting lists be sealed and filed with
election officials, to be disclosed
only at their discretion. We believe
those states maintaining
confidentiality appear to have made
a public policy determination that
those who have voted should not be
opened to the possibilityof
questioning or harassment, unless a
valid public use of the documents is
p o s s i b l e . . -,-': ;•• ••'.•'•••' "-••'•SyP--...

immediately adopt procedures for
tine handling of these documents.
Because this is a Council decision,
we hesitate to express any opinion
on what that decision should be.
We have been asked, however, by

'each of the Chiefs to make
recommendations and these are set
forthbelow.

. B a s e d on our research, we can
find no valid reason not to provide
the list of qualified voters to the
public or to present or past
candidates for the Tribal Council.

The decision whether to provide
the list of those actually voting is
much more difficult. Since we
assume that those states which
maintain the confidentiality of these
records do so to protect the privacy
of the voters in the absence of a
valid public policy reason to release
them, your decision should take
into account whether their release
can serve a valid public purpose.

We believe that New York State
law, purporting to regulate your
tribal elections, provides some
guidance on this issue. According
to s i l l of the Indian Law of the
State of New York, the challenge of
a voter's qualifications must occur
prior to the time the ballot is
deposited in the ballot box. We
interpret this to mean that unless a
particular voter is challenged prior
to the time he/she votes, no
post-election challenge is available
under New York law. Indeed, this
issue was implicitly involved in the
court proceeding filed last week by
Brian Stewart challenging the
election procedures adopted by the
Council. The court agreed with our
arguments that pre-election appeals

be made by the Council. Our first
recommendation is that the Council

apparent valid public use of this Ust
could be made by anyone given
access to it.

We have one further
recommendation. We suggest that
the Council consider adopting a
complete election code to govern
the conduct of further elections.
We believe that New York State
law, if it applies at all, does not
provide sufficient guidance on
important aspects of the election to
the Tribal Council.

Kakwirakeron
Sentencing

Delayed
The sentencing of

Kakwirakeron, also known as Art
Montour, in U.S. District Court
has been postponed until July 10,
1990, following the death of his
mother. Kakwirakeron was
convicted of leading an armed
resistance against a federal
gambling raid in Akwesasne during
the summer of 1989.

Sentencing was scheduled for
Monday, June 11, but Kakwira-
keron's attorney, Victor Aronow
asked for Judge Neal McCurn for a
postponement. Mohawk tradition
calls for a 10-day period of
mourning which would have
conflicted with the sentencing date.

$340,000
Waterline Project

begins
Work is underway for the new
waterline extension to Hogansburg,
which will provide clean water to
47 households and several
businesses.

The waterline will be
constructed from the intersection of
McGee Road and Route 37 to the
four corners in Hogansburg. From
there, it will run north oh St. Regis
Road and connect with an existing
waterline near the cemetery.

According to Wally Ransom,
environmental health technician and
project administrator, t h e
7,000-foot waterline extension is
expected to be completed by late
fall. Following about two months
of work on design, the actual
construction will begin in late July
or early August, he said.

Survey work was completed last
week by Ken Green, of Indian
Health Services in cooperation with
the Tribal environmental staff. IHS
is one of the agencies assisting
with the $340,000 project.
Additional funding will come from
the New York State Oil Spill Fund.

Tobacco Shops
in Kahnawake

Drying Up
65 of the 70 tobacco dealers

in Kahnawake have reportedly
closed due to the heavy police
presence in Akwesasne.

Tobacco shops, some located
in converted garages and homes,
depended mainly on cigarettes
smuggled through the
U.SvCanadian border at Akwesasne
and elsewhere. By avoiding high
tax and duty rates, dealers are able
to undercut stores in Montreal and
still make a tidy profit.

Police forces moved onto
Akwesasne after die May 1 murder
of two Mohawk men, checkingcars
at each border crossing, Before toe
police moved in, Kahnawake dealers
noted brisk sales from non-Indian
customers in Montreal. In 1988,
the Ontario auditor estimated mat
the province lost $10 million to
$15 million annually in tost import
revenue!

Stores that still have a
source of cigarettes have increased
their prices by from $22 to $25 a
carton toi&xt the greater demand.

Upgrade Roads
Around

Akwesasne
St. Lawrence County

officials have proposed to designate
die roads around Akwesasne as an
official by-pass in the event that
Route 37 is, blocked off again.
They have also called on the state
to provide extensive repairs to the
roads damaged by excessive traffic
rerouted during the recent civil
unrest on the reservation.

While anti-gambling
activists blocked the main road
through Akwesasne from
non-Indian travellers this spring,
traffic count on the Bombay-Helena
road increased from 250 vehicles a
day to 2,500 vehicles a day. The
designated routes received damage
front heavy trucks, Franklin
County officials said. State
legislators and Gov. Mario Cuomo
helped allocate $2.5 million for the
repairs.

Crews will begin to widen
the roads with four-foot paved
shoulders and six inches of new'

'blacktop this summer. Th_
proposal designates Route 37C, the
Helena-Bombay road, and portions
of the Bombay-Westville road as
the official by-pass.

The driver was cited
for several motor vehicle infractions
and the cargo was transferred to a
State facility in Albany for storage.
Inventory from the seizure included
600 cases (9,600 lbs.) of smoking
tobacco and 125 cartons of
unstamped cigarettes-
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Peter Lafrance, 18, a graduating student from
Salmon River Central School, was the one chosen
to represent Northern New York in the North
South All Star lacrosse Conference.

Taking Ouer the Nation: Tactic? on Terrorism

The "tactics of the leaders of the

Mohawk Sovereignty Security
Force to gain control over the
Nation are evident and plain. They
are, of course, using the gambling
controversy as a "crisis" to attempt
to secure power over Akwesasne.

The MSSF through leaders
Minnie Garrow, Francis Boots,
John Boots, Rowena General, Art
Montour lack the internal trust to
develop a workable plan for a
non-violent political takeover of the
Mohawk state. They are
opportunists reacting to situations
they do not control.
The leadership of the MSSF relies

upon the teachings of Louis Hall, a
Kahnawake native who developed
the cult of the "warrior."

HaU has encouraged his disciples
to actively pursue tactics which
wouM undermine the authority of
traditional and elected governments.
By fostermginstability among the
councils *nid maximizing
opportunities Cor propaganda, such
as the June 1988 and June 1989
police strikes at Akwesasne and
Kahnawake, the MSSP and its
Kahnawake ^counterpart have
managed to carve for themselves a
place- within our communities
without $0fcuc support or the
approval pf any legitimate

The MSSF, the Kahnawake
Warrior Society and their gambling
and smuggling allies have adopted
three tactics for the destruction of
Iroquois governments. The actual
planning has been reserved to a very
few individuals but has been
systematic and deliberate.

Phase One: Hall and his narrow
circle use a unique interpretation of
historical events in order to justify
the creation of paramilitary forces
independent of civil government
control. The myth of an invincible
"warrior" force supported by God is
a reoccurring theme in Hall's
writings. He insists Mohawk
warriors have never been defeated in
battle when opposed by an equal
force. He maintains the .warriors
were subdued by civil governments
who were concerned with
integrating the Iroquois people into
white society, selling off lands for
individual gain or converting
Indians into becoming Christian.
The warriors might have prevented
the loss of land and rights had they
been allowed their rightful place in
society,Hall insists, but the chiefs
feared their power.
Hall often refers to the presence of

spies and informers within
Iroquoian society and within the
warrior groups as a constant source
of danger. By encouraging warrior

society members to be on constant
alert, to inform on each other
regarding "suspicious" activities and
to be merciless in their removal of
accused spies the leadership of the'
warriors maintain control over then*
followers through doubt and fear.
Any member of die warrior society
or the community at large can
easily be removed as a threat to
their power by accusing men of
being agents of another
government

The corruption of history also
works for Hall because it pemits
him to set the values of the
warriors in accordance with his
version of Mohawk traditions, lie
insists the Mohawk, as a type of
superior race, could never had fallen
into the present chaos without
