Millions of Communists Can't be Wrong

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. As the dreaded date of July 1,
1990 approaches, the St. Regis
Mohawk Tribal Council staggers
towards its imminent destruction
like a drunk crossing a busy street.
Indian Time has been keeping an
eye on the activities of the
pro-gambling chiefs, David Jacobs
and Lincoln White, and we have
grave concerns for the future of
Akwesasne.

The recent election of June 2, is
still shrouded in controversy over
the legitimacy of its voting list.
As we reported in last week's paper,
there have been numerous
complaints by people in the
community that their rights have
been violated by the deliberate,
removal of their: names
voting list. The reasoning 'given -
by Chiefs Jacobs and White and
Clerk Carol Heme has done nothing
to satisfy anyone. In fact, their
refusal to submit the voter
registration list to Chief Harold
Tarbell for analysis raises more
questions than it answers. A veil
of secrecy has descended upon what
should be free, open, and honest in
this day and age: the election of our

Many people are convinced that
the removal of certain names from
the list by Jacobs and White was a
deliberate attempt to guarantee an
easy win by pro-gambler Norman
Tarbell. Had they run a fair
election, it is very likely that
Harold Tarbell would have won.
The cowardice of this covert action
will eventually backfire on them, as
cowardly actions usually do.

It amuses me how silent the
Warrior Society has been
concerning die chiefs' betrayal of
Mohawk sovereignty. I am not
surprised by this. Most people in

. Akwesasne knew that their whole
"sovereignty" campaign was only a
smokescreen for criminal activity,
and that the Warriors have betrayed
our sovereignty themselves on
numerous occasions. (The
agreement to allow State Troopers
to dismantle the "Anti" roadblocks
is the first that comes to mind.) I
guess sincerity is not something
one generally looks for in a
neo-Nazi cult
: Tribal Chiefs Jacobs and White
have offered a rough draft of a
gambling proposal to the State of
New York of Billy's Bingo Hall,
owned by William Sears. Years
ago* Sears had an agreement with
the tribe Out he never lived up to.
He made a fortune with money that
should have been shared with the
tribe, and now Jacobs and White are
welcoming him with open arms.
As most people in the community
know. Sears was seen at the attacks
on the roadblocks and even provided
two bulldozers for plowing through
whatever stood in their way.

b i s also interesting to note that
Jacobs and White told the courts
during Bill's gambling trial that
they were already planning to give
him a new contract at that time.

The Mohawk Bingo Palace is
also getting geared up to open,
complete with the Crystal Room
Casino. Indian Time has learned,

from sources that many of the
Mohawk workers are being
"squeezed out" by the new
non-Indian" managers." Is this the
thanks they get for fighting their
own people over gambling? Again,
we are not surprised, only amused
(in an autopsy-watching kind of
way.) We would extend our
sympathies, but we're a little
over-extended in that department
lately.

It has also come to our
attention that the chiefs have hired a
new security firm for the
Community Building. Our source
tells us it's owned by Chick
Fountain, rumored to be involved

fois^m my mailbox, SpMdHerne
is the obvious author Why didnt
he sign his nahie to it? I don't
think it's because he doesn't have
the guts- he has plenty of that.
Fm not the first person who has had
to dodge flying shirt buttons at the
monthly Tribal meetings.

Getting back to the law
enforcement committee, you should
be aware that $130,000 dollars of
the money pegged for our police
force has been spent on hiring the
gambling attorney, Barry Israel.
Hiring a new gambling lawyer has
never been brought up in a monthly
tribal meeting, and it has never
been voted on by any tribal
members. Thanks to the followers
of the almighty dollar, the chiefs
are now doing your thinking for
you. They're also ripping you off.

You see, we are the victims of
an incredible tragedy. Our people
were the first ones given the gift of
the Great Law, Kaianere'ko:wa,
which brought peace and reasoning
to a group of nations that had been
ripped apart by war. In turn, we
shared the gift with the founding
fathers of the United States, who in
turn would inspire the world with
the ways of freedom, peace, and
human rights. Do you remember
seeing the millions of communists
in Eastern Europe clamoring in the
streets this past year, demanding the
basic rights that Americans and
Canadians take for granted? Did
you realize that Mohawks played a
part in all of this at one time? So
why is it, then, that we are stuck
with this archaic tribal council
system that is so open to abuse and
corruption? Why? We didn't make
this system. It was forced upon us.

Many of the good people of
Akwesasne sit and wonder if there
is any hope for Akwesasne now.
Some even talk of leaving. I have
a better idea. Let's get together and
write a new proposal for the
peaceful overthrow of the Tribal
Council and Band Council system.
We can replace it with a
reservation-wide, democratic council
that is guided by a
mutually-acceptable constitution.
All we have to do is write up a
proposal, discuss it in public
meetings, and vote on it. Simple.
Ifjjhe people want it, we give it to

People, the question is
very simple, "Is the pocketful of
money equal to the deaths of your
own brothers?"
You say your area is depressed, I'm
taking it that the housing is
inadequate, jobs far and few
between; I understand that bingo
and casino's might lode like a way
out, but it is a bad livelihood.

Is a
nation good because it is
prosperous or because it is united?
Is a family's love based on the
income Dad brings in?

It may be necessary that
your people, "get their voices
heard" and some changes allowed
with in your nation but I agree
with you putting you foot down on
anything, against traditional
philosophies and against separating
your nation. If people amongst you
are really against the council and
want to live differently, well just as
in early days, they should move to
an area of their wants. The costs of
relocation, separation of family and
friends would be at their cost. I
don't really think it would take long
before they returned.
Here in Webster, Mass, my children
grow up in a tenement, the land the
building sits on is all ihere is, my
children would rather wear rags and
a wind swept shack to live in if
they could just have a dog and fields
to roam.I really didn't want to add
that, but as you can see, your
nation, in my eyes, should value
it's self. My forefathers predicted
America would be a place for man
to be able to reach success. In my
mind what you people have is that.
I know what has been allotted to
you, by way of reservation is far
from what you consider perfection
but in my whole (white) lifetime,
I doubt I could rent a small portion
of land that could offer me a sense
of roots and contmunity.
