them. Nobody on Earth can
convince me that this is
impossible. All you have to do is
run it up a flagpole and see who
salutes, as they say. It's called
democracy in action, and it's the
only thing I've heard yet that even
resembles "sovereignty." Why
aren't our leaders talking about
something like this? It's a big
step, I know, and if our leaders are
not willing to take it, that only
shows us how important it is to
replace mem, Governments are just
words on paper, and anyone .who
refuses to see beyond that is failing
in their responsibility to serve the
best interests of the public.

Anyway, I like that idea. I
suppose what 111 have to do now is
hire a gang of teenagers to coke up
and shoot at people until I get my
way.

corruption, or weakness, within.
The warriors cannot be blamed for
any of the current problems of the
Mohawk because. Hall says, they
have been victims of a grand
conspiracy to deny them their
rightful place in the world.

Hall neglects to cite the many
examples in Mohawk-Iroquois
history of warriors upsetting peace,
undermining councils and
terrorizing their own people. The
decade of the 1790's was
particularly disturbing for the
Iroquois as mey lost territory and
prestige due in large part to the'
actkmrbf warriors.

By controlling how a person or
society defines itself Hall can instill
false values upon the individual or
group. HaD believes that relieving
people of guilt makes mem grateful
to whomever they confess to. Thus
fitted mey can easily be converted to
a cult such as the warriors.

Thinking people reject Hall's
"cartoon" Mohawk history as
simplistic and distorted. They
realize the elements which have
characterized us as a people are
more complex than Hall allows.
They know that by denying the
realities of our past, however "bad
or "good", is to obscure truth. Hall
and his group are not concerned
with truth but in warping facts to
fit into a set ideological agenda.
Phase Two: Hall tries to reinvent
the Iroquois pplitical wheel. Hall
relies a great deal upon the Great
Law of Peace as providing for the
assumption of power by the
warriors. He tries to mask the drive
for control by the warriors by
arguing they are simply exercising
their political rights. Hall insists
their tactics ate legitimate under the
Great Law and that when they are

finally successful they wilt have
been made so by an orderly process
in conformity with the Law. To
make this argument work Hall
must remake the Great Law to serve
his purposes.

It is evident to anyone who takes
the time to study the Great Law
that there are no provisions, or
"wampums", which permit the
creation of a paramilitary warrior
force. There is nothing within the
Law which allows for a "war chief
or the removal of a civil chief by
wamors. Hall uses a version of the
Law discredited by Iroquois legal
experts. Since his version is the
only one which "sanctions" the
warriors all others are wrong and
those who teach the other versions
are misguided and corrupt

Hall desires the destruction of the
present elected Mohawk
governments and the removal of die
current Mohawk Nation Council.
He cites sections of his Law which
would justify the removal of these
governments. He realizes he could
not simply challenge their
legitimacy but had to persuade his
followers that by defying these
governments mey were performing
a supreme act of patriotism. He
also appealed to basic greed by
holding out the promise of a seat
on the new Mohawk national
government to key individuals.

Hall's -warriors are seen
participating in tribal and band
elections, they sponsor candidates,
hold office and take the benefits
offered by these "traitor"
governments. They rationalize this
apparent contradiction by stating
the services they take are theirs
because they have been victims of
the white man and it is small
compensation for the lands stolen
from them. Hall also believes it is
good guerrilla tactics to infiltrate an
organization, take whatever
information and resources they
need, and destroy it.

Hall, or his followers, have never
come up with a systematic plan for
providing the community with
necessary services such as health,
education, housing. They are more
interested in creating chaos and
casting blame on their "enemies".
There is no reason to believe this
will change if they assume power.
The intent is to cripple any move
towards a central government that
would curtail the activities of the
warriors.
Phase Three: Hall and his followers
intend on using economic forces to
secure their political designs. Hall,
in his reading of Mohawk history,
has recognized the power of
economics on all phases of a
people's life. The drive for wealth
by Europeans and Indian nations
enabled the Mohawks to use their
unique geographical location to
maximum political advantage. By
controlling such a vital activity as
the fur trade the Mohawks were able
to manipulate nations, control
governments and influence the
affairs of the world far beyond their
few numbers. Hall believes
Mohawks can accomplish the same
thing by first acquiring sufficient
capital for internal purposes, such
as the crippling of Indian
governments, then moving into an
area, such as shipping, electronics
or food, considered critical in
today's markets.

Hall knows full well the warriors .
cannot hope to defeat any police
force in a pitched battle but by the
free use of bribes, the selective
application of terror, manipulation
of the media and use of political

alliances with white governments
his group might finally secure true
power. He knows full well now. to
threaten violence without actually
fighting. He would willingly
sacrifice any warrior, or the entire
group, if it serves his ends.
Individual warriors are expendable.
When killed they make convenient
martyrs but more can be bought
Economics is, after all, nothing but
the perceived need to have
something and the willingness to
do whatever necessarYJttgetiL

The St. Regis Mohawk Tribe

will again operate a New York
State Conservation Corps project
this summer.
The Tribe received a $31,000 grant
awarded by the State of New York
Parks, Recreation and Preservation
Department to implement this
program.

Wally Ransom will supervise
the program and plans to hire 16
students ages 14 to 18 to comprise
two work crews. Two crew
supervisors, over age 21 will also
be employed. Supervisors must
have a valid driver's license. - '

This year, the crews will be
seen working in two areas: at Kateri
Hall, rebuilding the fence; and
behind the Library and Museum,
finishing the picnic area which was
started last year by the crews.
Ransom said they will also be
building a dock in that area.

Persons interested in this
summer employment opportunity
can apply at the Community
Building, Environment office.
Deadline for crew supervisors is
Friday, June 15. Youth workers
can apply up until June 22.
