/Funded by a grant from Gifted
and Talented Jacob V. Javitz
Students Program, EIC V is
designed to provide advanced
individuals learning experiences for
the Gifted, to enhance the artistic,
scientific, and creative abilities of
Indian students and to promote
positive future tribal leadership.
; The Curriculum offers studies
in Major, Minor, and Elective
areas. Students select from courses
in Art, Computer Education,
Contemporary Indian Affai,

Music, Mathematics* Science,
Video Production and Multi-Media
Production. Along with class
work, students will participate in
field trips to museums, tribal
offices, Pow-Wows and local
historical sites. They will also hear
talks from outstanding national and
state Indian role models such as
KOCO News Caster, Cherokee
Ballard; Olympic Gold Medalist,
Billy Mills;'Artist and Legislator,
Kelley Haney; and students will
learn from artist-in-residence
Sharren Harjo and Buddy Big
Mountain. These artists are
provided with the assistance of the
State Arts Council of Oklahoma
and the National Endowment for the
Arts.
