Dear Friends of the
Akwesasne Freedom School,

As Director of the School I feel it
is important to let all our
supporters know what has been
happening to the residents of
Akwesasne and therefore to the
parents, Staff and children of the
Akwesasne FreedPm School. This
is a brief summary of the events
that occurred during the past 3
months.

On March 23,1990 the people of
Akwesasne set up roadblocks in
protest of the illegal gambling
casinos and the violent "warrior
society". The roadblocks were
maintained for 32 days, 24 hours a
day by community members from
all parts of Akwesasne. Men,
women and during the day, children
watched over the roadblocks to keep
out ; gamblers and non-partial
obervers were present during the
entire 32 days to record events
which would unfold. Many times
the roadblocks were rammed by
cars, trucks and stolen N.Y. State
snowplows. The people were shot
at and threatened by people

supporting the unsanctioned outlaw
warrior society and pro-gamblers.
On April 24, violence against the
people at the roadblocks escalated
into gunfire . which lasted
throughout the night. High-
powered rifles and machine guns
were used against unarmed men and
women to drive them away from
the roadblocks. The warriors
succeeded and then burned all
vehicles present at the roadblocks.
A total of 24 cars were burned
beyond recognition and then
illegally towed away and/or crushed
to hide any evidence.

All "Earth Day" events planned
together by local schools,
environmental groups and the three
Councils in Akwesasne were
cancelled. The Akwesasne Freedom
School closed the next morning
because of a fear for the lives of our
children attending school. All
schools in Akwesane closed
and remained closed for the next 2
1/2 weeks. All fundraising and
social events planned by the
Akwesasne Freedom School had to
be cancelled for the safety of all
involved.

That night, April 24, Horace ;

Cook, a supporter from die
Onondaga Nation, was at the
eastern blockade when the gunfire
broke out. As everyone fled for
their safety, Horace fled imp the
woods nearby fearing all his fellow
comrades had perished in the
gunfire. Search parties were
immediately sent out to find
Horace. On more than one occasion
the search parties manned by people
(anti-gambling anti-warriors) were
shot at, hampering their search. A
diabetic, Horace managed to survive
for five days eating cedar bark.
Horace came out of hiding when he
thought it was safe and was reunited
with his family. His father lived
long enough to see his son alive.
15 days after Horace had to flee fa-
Ms Ufe, his father passed away.
On April 27th, the antis, die name
labeled to the people who are
opposed to the warriors and casinos,
returned to the burned put
roadblocks to look for dues for
Horace. They found the remains of
the roadblocks plowed into a huge
heap of rubble. Brian Cole, whp
has been involved with the school
See Friends on page 6.
