The full text of Brown's prepared
statement follows:" I have received
the report from the Subcommittee on
Investigations of the Senate Select
Committee on Indian Affairs. I have
not had the time to fully review the
Subcommittee's findings. I know
however, that the report reveals many
instances where the Bureau of Indian
Affairs has failed toserve Indian tribes

"The Bureau has fully cooperated
with the Senate Subcommittee since
it began its investigation two years
ago. Many BIA personnel testified at
their hearings and theactingassistant
secretary for Indian Affairs testified
twice before the Subcommittee, 'the
hearings certainly revealed thatbusi-
ness with the Indian tribes in this
country was not being carried out in
the manner that it should be.
"My first priority when I eameaboard
was to correct these problems. I was
not pleased with the speed in which
the Bureau was moving and I took
further administrative actions to has-
ten the process and have become
personally involved in many of those
actions to see they art carried OUL
"The Senate report calls for blueprint
for "A New Federalism for American
Indians" and recommends creation ,
of new agreement with tribes and a
new office within the White House to
carry our the policies.

Yet despite the above mentioned ne-
gotiations with the said Minister, we
still think there is a possibility that
the Quebec Provincial Police may
attempt a raid in Kahnawake because
of the Mohawk Super Bingo project.
This they may try to do in the interest
of enforcing Provincial laws in our
sovereign territory, which sovereignty
we prefer be respected. However, if
the outside police forces should insist
on entering our territory and raiding
these people, who according to our
laws do in fact belong to you, and in
the process also violating our sover-
eignty in this way, then we strongly
and firmly stress that these invading
police strictly limit their law enforce-
mentacti viues with only those people
involved in the offending activities
here, and leave our territory immedi-
ately afterward, since those people in
question through their own actions
are now subject to the foreign laws as
herein previously mentioned.

Buckcontinuedby stating," There
will be no sanctioning as long as you
haveanything todo with warriors, bingo
and casinos. We (the Grand Council
there) do not have anything to do with
gambling."

Buck said there was no comment
from the MSSF. The position of the
Council was delivered in the Cayuga
language but has also been affirmed at
Great Law and Handsome Lake Code
readings by Jake Thomas, another con-
doledCayuga chief.

The Mohawk Nation Council had
a number of representatives present as
well as others from Akwesasne.

The MSSF spokesman was Francis
Boots but other members including Art
Montour, Bobby Laughing, Donald
Smoke, Mike Benedict and Larry Th-
ompson were present

Also in attendance were "warrior"
advocate Mark Maracle. Paul Delaronde
and Alan Delaronde, leaders of the
Kahnawake Warrior Society, were also
there but did not comment on the Grand
Council position. • ;

The MSSF and Kahnawake War-
rior Society delegates walked out of the
meeting when Mike Mitchell of the
Mohawk Council of Akwesasne was
asked to speak about the situation at
Akwesasne.

Inuit Win
ment qn Huge
Land Claim

Ottawa—The Inuit and the federal
government have made a major break-
through toward resolving a massive
and long-standing land1 claim i the
Northwest Territories. -
Pierre Cadieux, the Indian affairs
minister, announced ah agreement in
principle yesterday that would see
Inuit in theccntraland eastern Arctic
receive more than 260i000 square

kilometers(100,006squarcmiles)of
land.
That's an area almost four times the
size of Nsw Brunswick and repre-
sents the largest claim ever negoti-
ated.
r The 17,000 Inuit whoarerepresented
by the Tungavik Federation of Nun-
avut would also receive $580 mil-
lion in financial compensation.
The Inuit, 80 per cent of the popula-
tion in the claim area, have been
negotiating with Ottawa for 11 years.
"It's basically what we'vebeen look-
ing for," said Paul Quassa, chief
negotiator for the Inuit. "We're very
satisfied with it."
Cadicux described the package as

'fair and reasonable and expressed
hope it will be ratified quickly by
cabinet, the territorial government and
the Inuit.
The agreement would then be signed
and work would begin on a final deaL
The Inuit will also continue negotia-
tions with the territorial government

: on their dream of dividing the vast
northern region to create a separate
jurisdiction of Nunavut, an Inuit word
meaning homeland.
Specific parcels of land within the

: central and eastern Arctic —- a vast
area of rolling tundra covered by snow
eight months of the year—have not
yet been selected.

The western boundary of the area
follows the trccline in a northwest-
erly direction from Hudson Bay at
the Manitoba N.W.T. border to the
Beaufort Sea. The area also includes
Baffin Island and other northern is-
lands.
Cadicux said a decision on dividing
the territory will be settled by north-
ern residents in a future plebiscite.
"Within the next six months there
will be discussions as to how this
should be done," the minister said.
The agreement would give the Inuit
sub-surface rights on 36,260 square
kilometers of their land.
In 1988,.the 15,000 Dene and Metis
living in the western Arctic signed an
agreement in principle that Would
give them ownership of more than
180,000 square kilometers of land
and cash compensation of about $500
