Onondaga marched in front of the
New York State Capitol January 1<5
in an effort to convince Governor
Mario Cuomo to assist them in end-
ing gambling at Akwesasne.

The group had a list of requests for
Cuomo beginning with a meeting
between the governor and represen-
tatives from the HaudenosauneeCon-
federacy. They were also seeking to
remove the state police from Mo-
hawk territory completely once the
present situation is resolved.

The group was also concerned about
New York's apparent desire to avoid
closing the casinos by agreeing to a
"tribal-state gaming compact" with the
SL Regis MohawkTribalCouncil. The
Akwesasne Mohawks there said the
Council lacked the means to enforce
gambling regulations on the reserva-

According to Bear Clan Chief Tom

Porter, Cohen said the governor
would be trying to set up a session
with Iroquois leaders but was still
committed to working with the Tribal
Council.

The demonstrators were also seek-
ing assistance from the New York
State Police in stopping the gam-
bling hall patrons from entering the
reservation. Cohen responded by
saying the gambling matter was
before the courts, with the troopers
reluctant to get involved in what
they considered "an internal mat-
ter."

Chief Porter attributed drug and
alcohol abuse at Akwesasne to the
destruction of traditionalmoralsrep-
resented by gambling. He was there
to insure the state would adhere to
the 1794 Treaty of Canandaigaa by
honoring the Nation's May.1989
request to U.S. President George
Bush by removing all gaming de-
vices from Akwesasne.

Mohawk Man Blasts Casino
An Akwesasne man, angered by

what he said was a contract beating,
blasted his way through the doors of
Tony's Vegas International Casino
January 13.

Gerald C. McDonald,??, was said
to have fired 30 shotgun rounds into
the ceiling and walls of the casino for
the 60 minutes he controlled one sec-
tion of the gambling hall.

McDonald said he was struck by
Kanatakon resident Gene Hall at
Shafft's Bar during die evening of
January 12 causing injury to the left

side of his race. While the injury
itself was not serious McDonald was
told hall had assaulted him because
of McDonald's alleged involvement
in various "anti-gambling" activities.

McDonald said he was told Hall
was paid SlfJO by Anthony 'Tony"
Laughing, owner of the T.V.I, ca-
sino, to strike him, with a further
$100 to bfe pasi for every day
McDonald was hospitalized.

McDonald attributes bis selection
as a victim to the articles he has
written in Indian Times challenging

the claims of the Mohawk Sover-
eignty Security Force to be in confor-
mity with the Great Law of Peace.
Hall has not been connected with the
Mohawk S.S. Force.

Twelve hours passed between the
attack and McDonald's entry into the
casino; time McDonald said he spent
thinking about what he could do to
stop any further beatings.

Contrary to claims made by the
MSSF McDonald denies he was in-
toxicated on January 13. He said he
had taken a blood test immediately

after the incident to prove he was five
from the influence of drugs or alco-

Entering thecasinoalone McDonald
told the gamblers there to leave
Akwesasne since they were contrib-
uting to thecrisis here. He forced the
patrons to leave by firing periodic
shots throughout die mam room of
the building.

This release is all based on the
series of events that occurred on the
evening and early morning hours of
January 13 & 14,1990 at Akwesasne.

The first incident occurred, pos-
sibly with an auto-shotgun at around
2:00p.m., coming from the Commu-
nity Building in the Village of SL
Regis. Approximately 10 minutes
later, numerous shots from the river,
on the south side of the Police Sta-
tion, were fired. At that time, we
detected cars on the river as being
Warrior vehicles.

At3:30a.m.,twovehiclesonthe
river, heading east, fired numerous
shots at the Station. Atthatttoe,we
returned gun-fire at the vehicles. At
4:10 ajn., shots were heard in me
Village. We received no complaims
of the shots being fired. Later on,
approximately 4:30 a.m., mole shots
in the Village, were fired. We sent
oat one patrol car with three officers.
They returned with negative results.
I therefore, declare the situation at
Akwesasne very tense over mese
following evening and earjy rooming
