Ciaccia May Gut Off Talks With
Bingo Backers

Quebec Native Affairs Minis-
ter John Ciaccia says he may end
talks with the political backers of
Kahnawake's controversial high-
stakes bingo hall because the group
has been denounced by a top
Iroquois chief.

And Ciaccia warned yesterday
that conflicts on the South Shore
reserve may end up jeopardizing
prospects for self-government in
native communities throughout
Quebec.

Ciaccia announced two weeks
ago he was starting negotiations
aimed at giving Kahnawake Mo-
hawks more judicial and legal au-
tonomy.

The talks were to be held with
both the reserve's elected band
council which opposes the bingo
hall, and the group of self-declared
traditionalists who back it.

But last Thursday, Leon Sh-
enandoah, 74, the most respected
chief in the Six Nations Iroquois
Confederacy, told The Gazette that
the bingo promoters had no right to.
call themselves the traditional gov-
ernment of Kahnawake.
• . -The chief aiso'denoimoed the
bingo backers as phony traditional-
ists, charging they violate Iroquois
law for their own economic gain.

Ciaccia said in an interview yes-
terday that those remarks have
prompted him to consider ending
negotiations with the bingo back-
ers. • . • • • • : •' • •

"It was never the intention of
the government to embark on dis-
cussions with any group which
doesn't respect the traditional as
well as the basic human values
which are necessary to the well-
being of all communities," he said.

"I can only sit with the legiti-
mate representatives of the tradi-

tional people, not those who are
breaking their own law."

The Kahnawake bingo hall—
whichhasbeenrunninghigh-stakes
games in defiance of Quebec law
since last fall—was rejected by a
3-2 margin in a 1988 referendum.

ButpoUce,apparentIy fearinga
clash with the heavily armed War-
riors who defend the business, have
not raided the outfit, insteadchoos-
ing to lay charges against its pa-
trons as they leave the reserve.

Ciacciaadmittedyesterdaythat
he hadn't known quite who he was
dealing with when he agreed to
meet the bingo promoters in their
longhouse and at a subsequent
meeting last month in Montreal.

He dismissed suggestions he
had agreed to talks with the self*
declared traditionalists only be-
cause their supporters in the War-
rior Society are heavily armed.

"This is not something we're
doing because there's die threat of
violence," he said of die talks on
judicial autonomy. "This is some-
thing we're doing because it's die
right4hing for native people.

The program
airs on some 100 public radio sta-
tions across the United States.

"National Native News
started out on a shoestring budget
and the determination to make it
work," states Producer/Host Gary
Fife. "Since its modest beginnings,
National Native News has accom-
plished some major goals." Start-
ing out with a $60,000 grant from
die Corporation far Public Broad-
casting via die Satellite Program
Developmentfundof NPR in 1987,
National Native News has gone on
to secure major funding from such
sources at the Northwest Area
Foundation,theGrottoFoundatk)n,
andmostrecently.theJohndDand
Catherine T. Mac Arthur Founda-
tion. In 1988, National Native
News joined NPR's program serv-
ice, and won the prestigious Unity
Award in Media. In 1989, Na-
tional Native News began live
broadcasts. A feature service was
added twice weekly. APRN re-
cently hired Marketing Assistant
