Position a First

A small but significant piece of

OPPhistory was made recently when
S/Sgt. Brian Rupert was promoted
Inspector,andnamedtheForce'sfirst
coordinator of First Nations Policing
for the north.

The 41-year-old Rupert, whose
own heritage is First Nations, will
liaise with chiefs and councils
throughout Northern Ontario. He
has already met many of them, and
eventually would like to know all the
chiefs on a first name basis.

Rupert is based in Kenora and
attached to the field " C Division
Commander in Sault Ste. Marie, but
.also liaises with First Nations and
contract policing branch in Toronto.

Since joining: the OPP 19 years
ago, the father of three has enjoyed a
diverse career. After serving as a
general duties constable at Dryden
and Vermilion Bay detachments, he
moved to the drug enforcement sec-
tion of special investigations branch.
He was promoted Kenora unit com-
mander of the drug enforcement
section before taking on the crime
unitcorporaTsdutiesatNo. 17DHQ.
Most recently, he served a Minaki
detachment commander.

Widy 54 bands and a population
of 20,000 in his area, Rupert knows
he's going to be busy.

"The job will involve a lot of
travel," he said, "but after working in
the crime unit and drugsforll years,
you get used to it"

"There aresp many Reserves and
so much territory, it's a full time job
for one person to attend to these ar-
eas," he said. "We can't just periodi-
cally drop in."

That attitude typifies Rupert's
proactive approach to the new job.

"We like to be there to see if we
can help with problemssuch as sol-
vent abuse," he said. "When you are
always reactingto situations, you tend
to be seen negatively."

To underline the point, he ex-
plains there is no wordfor "police" in
some First Nations languages. In
these languages,police are described
simply as those who "take away".

Rupert's immediate priorities
include addressing the problem of
solvent abuse, and improving train-
ing for First Nations officers.

"For example, an officer in Sa-
chigo Lake or Attawapiskat, where
there are no highways, receives in-
struction in the Highway Traffic Act
as part of his training," said Rupert
"We are addressing the training, not
to lower thestandards.but to identify
the needs of officers in these areas.
The Indian Act or the Youthful Of-
fenders Act, for example, may be
m u c h m o r e r e l e v a n t t o t h e s e o f f i -

Admissions Office officials at staff had anticipated. Many of
