Fifth Estate and W5 investigative
programs on Canadian television
made some peoplehereandatKahna-
wake rather angry we have heard.
These professional, media oriented
Mohawk "patriots" were caught by
the camera making threats against
other Mohawks, swearing at report-
ers and engaging in gambling activi-
ties which were clearly in violation
of the traditional laws they said they
weredefending. They appeared to be
violent, vengeful and greedy. The
image as "noble savages" caught in
an oppressive world was played to
the hilt but was doomed to ultimately
fail before the aggressive digging of
a new breed of journalists.

When the Mohawk SS Force
pulled a gun, shot at the police, got
caught smuggling or were actively
protecting the casinos they knew
they'd have to respond with more
man die tired arguments of sover-
eignty. Soon theSS Force was look-
ing with suspicion at all journalists.
They werebeginningtofeel as though
die press was "put to get them." It is
easier to believe others are the cause
of the conflict here rather than take
personal responsibility and the press
was an easy target The truth hurt
; Our community has had to suf-
fer the abuses of these illusionists.
While most of our community has
refused to acknowledge the former
media hounds as leaders there area
few unfortunate teenagers still under
their speU. It seems whenever there
is an attack on the Mohawk Police
these teens are present They are
clearly undisciplined, ill-trained and
blinded by buzz words such as "sov-
ereignty", "warrior'V'traitor." With-
out these kids with the guns the SS
Force would surely collapse yet the
tragedy is that it is these teenagers
who are expected to fight in the front
lines while t£e self-appointed "lead-
ers" remain in the rear.

Wetrusttheseteenagers,andtheir
front line comrades, will learn from
therecentmediareports. We believe
they are thinking Mohawks who still
have the ability to feel sympathy for
their people. Aggressive reporting is

not to be feared but by those who
have a great deal to hide. It is not the
media which is out to "get" the SS
Force, it is the corrupt leaders who
are in it for their own profit The
illusion fades then disappears.

At the December Tribal meeting a

proposal to give the right and the
business opportunities for cable TV
to a non-Indian firm was presented.

Because it did not provide spe-
cific jobs to our people, revenue for
the Tribe or an opportunity for Mo-
hawks to own and operate the busi-
ness, it was voted down.

These are the very questions the
Mohawk Chamber of Commerce has
constantly used as the justification
for any business over the last three
years.

Therefore, the question is not
whether we want cable TV? We do.
Thequestion is under what terms will
it be provided.

In order for the proposal to be
broughtbackupatasubsequentTribal
meeting it must be fixed to address
theseconcems. Theproposalbrought
up at the January Tribal meeting was
the very same one as in December.
Even though the people haven't seen
ityetandno work was donetoanswer
the legitimate concerns raised in
December. That is why it was not
accepted for a vote.

The reason I "hung my head" was
that I was appalled to see that Gerald
Laughing would completely reject
the concerns about jobs and try to
play the old fashioned "I brought
more friends/employees to the Tribal
meeting" game. And he did this
despite the fact that I advised him
immediately after the December
meeting on the correct way to pro-:
ceed. That is: to amend the proposal
to provide guarantees for Mohawk
jobs, guarantee that revenues stay in

To The Editor of People's Voice
Head Chief Tarbell's response to

article on Casino Shooting
r . . .

I read with interest the version of
events printed in your January 19,
1990 issue. As a result I felt com-
pelled to present to the people the
events as I saw them unfold.

On Saturday afternoon of January
13,19901 received a call from Bar-
bara Barnes who stated that Jerry
McDonald was in TVI's with a shot-
gun, was distraughtand was demand-
ing to speak with the Chiefs. She
asked that I hurry and said she was
calling other Chiets as well.

I believe that if anyone had both-
ered to ask Miss Barnes about those
phone calls, the wild speculation as
to why and who she was calling could
have been avoided.

Although I was astonished by the
situation she described, I went to
TVI's. My sole purpose was to de-
fuse the situation and ensure that
everybody was safe and being taken
care of.

When I anrived,men who are loyal
to the Traditional Council were in
control of the road access, parking lot
and the side of the building where
Jerry was standing. They did not
allow anyone to interrupt our efforts
to defuse the situation and this was
essential to our eventual success.

When I walked into TVI's, tables
and machines were knocked over and
money was on the floor. Frankly I
couldn't have cared less about the
money and I saw no one take any
money. I am deeply offended that
some people are trying to use this
crisis as an excuse to engage in un-
substantiatednimor-moni

Aslgottotne^ideot
where Jerry was, people Uke Jake
Swamp and Julius Cook were about
15 feet away from him trying to talk
him into putting down his gun. With
their help and the help of Sub-chief

: Hilda Smoke and two of Jerry's
cousins, we were able to get close to

/
He was obviously very emotional

and distraught, but he was not wav-
ing his gun around wildly. I figured
thatifhewouldtet us getclose enough
to touch him, we would be able to
calm him down, take possession of
the gun and get him but of the build-
ing. ' ,;' .,-."••••

As we got close to Jerry we saw
that people Were hiding under tables
and behind counters near him. Asa
result we had to focus on them. Once
it was clear they were okay, we got
them out of the building. Then we
continued to approach Jerry and calm
him.

And that is what we did. We did
not, as your article would like people
to believe, "congratulate him". In
fact, we used reason and compassion
to convince him that mis was a seri-
oussituation, arid thathe should let us
take him to the hospital so that his
wounds from theprevious night'sas-
sault could be treated and then he
could face the legal consequences.

To be quite frank once we had
disarmedhim we worried that he.and
maybe all of us, would be shot at by
some hot headed Warrior or Security
Employee. That is why we left in a
group keeping Jury shielded and
away from the windows of the van.

Contraiy to your story, Jerry was
not drunk or drugged, he had no

eyeandhehadonlyonebeltof shells.
I dp not know who actually took
possession Ofhisgun.butl never saw

Jui additiott, I view the sarcasm
about me in your article as an attempt
to behttlc our good faith efforts that
day. Fortunately I believe the com-
munity will see through that sarcasm
and recognize thatwe behaved prop-
erfy and that cri«» could not have
been diffused without the combined
efforts of Traditional and Tribal
Chiefs. . • .

Another appalling fact was that

within minutes of our getting Jerry
safely out on his way to the hospital
for medical attention the gamblers
were back in TVI's playing. If that
isri'taddictivebehaviQrJdon'tknow
whatis?

Ifthereisagoodconclusionfrom
your article it is that it is clear that
Jerry was not shooting at people. If
he was you would have said so di-
rectly.

This was clearly a dangerous situ-
ation and we are all grateful that no
one was critically injured. Jerry will
have to accept responsibility for his
actions and face the consequences in
the often long and drawn out legal
process. This is the same principle
and process that applies to everyone
at Akwesasne, whether it's a major or
minor crime, a crime of violence or
not, a crime committed under the
influence or not a gambling crimeor
a civil disobedience crime. I, for one,
will not abuse my office or degrade
our Tribal Council by defending, in
court criminal activity.

We have been fortunate to avoid a
fatal tragedy at Akwesasne, however,
with the current lack of support by
the other Chiefs to my efforts on gun
control, police, courts and the ram-
pant illegal gambling including the
Mohawk Bingo Palace, we still have
a recipe for disaster.
I will continue to do my best and to
fulfill the awesome responsibility that
comes with this office, to the best of
my abilities.
