In 1984 at the age Of 21,1 was
chosen to represent the Iroquois
Confederacy in anui from New York
City to Los Angeles in honor of Jim
Thorpe, "The Greatestlndian Athlete
in the World." It took 54 days to
completeandweranover3,600miles.
Many Indians joined us from around
die country. It was an exciting and
educational experience and it brought
us theopportunity to meetmore spiri-
tual leaders. I, with other runners,
observedandlearnedaboutthesweat-
lodge, peace pipe, sun dance and
Native American Church which I now
relate to young native people who
have never had the opportunity to see
or hearwhatit was like tobe involved
in something of this nature.

I continued for some time after
this as part-time ironworker, teacher
and observer of the ceremonies and
customs of Iroquois traditionalists in
New York state/Ontario and Que-
bec. I began participating by invita-
tion and was encouraged to learn
more and study my history by tradi-
tional Chiefs whom Ispokc to. Itwas
starting to become a turning point in
my life as I learned more and more.

In 1986i when I was 23, a dose
friend of mine lost his life when both
of us hit a truck in a motorcycle
accident The Creator spared my life
and I ended up with a shattered and
broken leg. I had multiple injuries
and stayed in the hospital for almost
six months. It took almost one year
before I could Walk normally again.
In the duration of that time I met a
young Mohawk woman and later
married her. Despite the many prob-
lems at Akwesasne I decided that this
would be the place for me and my
wife to start a family. I knew there
was a lot of potential for us here in
Akwesasne to grow and I thought
that this would be a good place to
teach Indian Culture.

Eventually I returned back to work
in Ontario for the North American
Indian Travelling College and began
writing part-time for the local Indian
Times newspaper. Illegal gambling
casinos were being built onour reser-
vation and our people were begin-
ning to fight. I wrote about tradi-
tional Indian concepts of peace and
hoped that our people would look for
better economic alternatives. Divi-
sions increased and a pro-gambling
newspaper called" The People's
Voice" was created.

I searched and looked for other
peaceful alternatives to settle current
disputes between pro and anti-gam-
bling faciiohs. Finally, I decide to
ask some knowledgeable and promi-
nent chiefs to come in and recite our
constitution which is based on demo-
cratic principles of Peace, the good
mind and Righteousness. Fewpeople
showed up to listen even though they
said thatit was whatthepeople needed
to hear.

I returned to Ironworking in
Toronto and worked there for close
to eight months on high steel until I
fell and dislocated my shoulder. I
was lucky and couldhavelostmy life
on the 25 foot fall. The doctor told
me that it wasn't necessary to set my
shoulder back in place and I left in a
lbtdfpairi. I wanteda second opinion
from another doctor so HeftTOronto.
I returned back home to a "war" that
was going on between pro and anti-
gambling factions. At the time my
position was neutral;.

I realized that phony traditional-
ists were organizing a "warrior soci-
ety" to protect the illegal gambling
establishments against New York
State Police who were asked to re-
move slot machines from the casi-
nos. In the duration ofthe standoff, I
approached the "warriors" who were
now calling themselves the Mohawk
Sovereign Security force and asked
them why they were protecting casi-
nos. They responded by telling me
that they were protecting the sover-
eignty of the "Nation" against State
invasion. I explained that illegal
gambling was causing our people to
fight and that it was not the way of
Peace according to the Great Law.
Some of the young men became
hostile and tried to provoke a fight I
refused to fight and was assaulted
from the side by one^of the '>arri-
ors". I managed to walk away with
just a few scrapes and bruises. A ten
day standoff continued between die
"warriors" and the State Police be-
fore a blockade was lifted. When life
calmed down to some extent I con-
tinued writing about our concqns of
Peace according to the Great Law
and how illegal gambling was divid-
ing our people.

Not to long after this, "warriors"
and pro-gamblers began taOgating
me and my wife and started spot-
lighting our house. Pailof nails were
thrown in our driveway and "warri-

• ore** began chasing us witb their
spotlights at night Guns were being
h ^ d ^ b Thiswent

onlbrsoine time ajpid the tension

i,

between the two factions reached
dangerous proportions. We began to
get threats and the Mohawk Police
were starting to get rammed by 4-
wheel drive blazers driven by the
"warriors."

People's Voice, the pro-gambling
newspaper, began writing slander-
ous and degrading remarks against
me and the other traditionalist who
opposed illegal gambling. Our repu-
tations and credibility were knocked
down and we were being blamed for
things we didn't even do.

Finally news came to us from
different sources that the owner of
the Tony's Vegas International Ca-
sino had hired some men to put my
brother and myself in the hospital.
These men were to be paid $100.00
dollars a day for every day that we
stayed in the hospital.

About three weeks later I was
approached by a stranger and he tried
to provoke a fight I avoided a con-
frontation and walked away. The
strange man pursued me about two
minutes later and accused me of
throwing nails in T.V.I:*s driveway.
He then rammed his head into mine
causing a deep cut to open up above
my left eye which required eleven
stitches. He told me that this was for
throwing nails in T.V.I.'s driveway
and left Friends of mine told me that
he was a former employee of the
'T.V.I.'s casino and that he was paid
to do this to me.

I slept it off thinking that this was
all a bad nightmare. When I woke up
in the morning my head was still
bleeding and I knew that I had been
pushed beyond my limits. I was sick
and tired of being terrorized, mis-
treated and abusedfor something that
I .did not do. I picked up a twelve
gauge shotgun, went over to the. ca-

sino and shotat T.V.I.'s. Once inside
I shot at their ceiling and walls. I
hoped that they would get Ihe mes-
sage to leave me, my family and the
community alone.

Iturnedmyselfintothecustodyof
the chiefs. I was then taken in for
arraignment and charged with three
serious felonies by an illegal gaming
establishment rveneverhadacrimi-
nal record and I've never had to
physically harm anyone or pick up a
gun. None of this would ever have
happened if the "warriors" and pro-
gamblers had just left us alone.

That evening the Mohawk Police
station was attacked by "warriors" in
retaliation forthe incidental T.VJ.'s
casino. The"warriors"putoutafalse
press release stating that I stole thou-
sands of dollars, was on drugs and
was part ofaterroristattack. Noncof
their allegations are true.

Since then I have resigned my
position as Indian Culture teacher for
theNativeSchooisinAkwesasne(St
Regis Mohawk Reservation).

My life is at a crossroad and my
hopes, dreams and ambitions have
died as a teacher hoe.

I plan on moving away if l am not
sentenced to jail for shooting at
T.V.I.'s. I am 27 years old now and
my wife and I have a 16 month old
baby boy. My brother and myself are
prominentsingersandlifeforushere
has become unsafe and unpredict-
able.

I hope my family will be able to
find another Indian community where
we can grow in a positive way, a
place where there is no gambling, a
place where people can appreciate
peace, harmony, friendship and the
teaching of Indian culture, a place
where illegal gambling doesn't de-
stroy young Native families and
Indian Culture.

AAIA legal staff, together w in
the Native American Rights Fund,
haswrittenandfiledabriefonbebalf
of the Association and the native
American Church. In mat brief, the
Association urges die United States
Supreme Court to protect the First
Amendment rightsof Native Ameri-
can Church members, making a
number of crucial points:

•23 states (including most states
w in significant Indian population)
and the federal government have a
statutory exemption for religious
peyote use by Native American
Church members. Thus, Oregon's
assertion that such an exemption is
incompatible with its law enforce-
ment concerns is not supportable.

T h e use of peyote is carefully
regulated by the church and use of
peyote outside the ritual is consid-
ered sacrilegious.

•Spiritual peyote use has proved
effective in the treatment of alcohol-
ism.

•TheFirstAmendmemisdesigned
to protect minority religions like die
Native American Church. The state
has shown no interest that would
justify infringing upon the Pint
Amendmentrights of Native Ameri-
can Church members.
