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Women and Smoking

For rn^ftan50years,breastcancer
was u^ number one cause of cancer
deathsampngwomen. Inrecentyears,
tanjj\tmcet has surpassed breast
cancer, and in 1989, it is estimated'
that49,000womenwilldiefromit. If
a woman smokes, her chances of
developing lung cancer are 2 to 3
times greater than thatof anonsmpk-
ingWoman/Thecancerdeathratefor
female smokers is 67 percent higher
than for nonsmokers, and 28 percent
of female smokers die prematurely.
In 1950, women accounted for less
than one in five deaths from lung
cancer. Now one in three die from i t
After a woman stops smoking, her
riskofdevelopinglungandlaryngcal
cancer begin to drop and continues to
do so steadily. In ten years, her risk
is then the same as that of a non-
smoker.

Though declining among white men,
the incidence of lung cancer among
women continues to rise. Among
high school seniors, the prevalence
of daily smoking has been higher
among females than among males
each year since 1970.
Between 1950 and 1984, the lung
cancerraterose418percentforwhite
womenand472percentfornon-white
women. At the same time, the death
rate from all other cancers dropped
by 16 percent for white women and
13 percent for non-white women.
Even though more men smoke than
women, fewer women than men are
quitting smoking. Between 1976 and
1987, the number of adult male

. smokers dropped by 9 percent while
female smokers decreased by only 4
percent. By the mid-1990s, that
number will be equal, and then smok-
ing women will outnumber smoking
men for the firsttime. If the current
trend continues to the year 2000,23
percent of women will smoke while
only 20 percent of
men will.

Smoking prevalence has fallen rap-
idly among men in their early 20s, but
it has remained the same for young
women. From 1965 to 1985, the
number of adult female exsmokers
increased from 8 to 19 percent, while
the number of male exsmokers in-
creased from 20 to 31 percent

.• Among working women, blue collar
workers aia.more,.likely, to smoke
than those in white collar positions.
Women who earn more than $25,000
per year smoke less than any other
group of working females.
For a woman between the ages of 35
and 44 who smokes more than two
packs a day,, the average cigarette-
related medical bills and time lost
from work will average $20,152 over
her lifetime.
Women who smoke heavily contract
respiratory and digestive ailments
more often than those who do not
smoke. The following percentages
reflect how much more heavy smok-
ers suffer from these conditions than
do women who do not smoke:

Bronchitis........... 300%
Emphysema...... ....300%
ChronicSinusitis 75%
PepticUlccrs...... 50%

Smoking women who use oral con-
traceptive have a much higher over-
all death rate than their nonsmoking
counterparts. The 1988 Surgeon
General's Report stated, "Smoking
and oral contraceptive use interact to
increase dramatically the risk of car-

' diovascular disease."
Women who smoke and use oral
contraceptives are at much greater
risk of having strokes, heart attacks,
and blood clots in their legs.
Babies bom to smoking mothers
generallyarcsmallcrinsizeandwcigh
less than babies born to nonsmoking
women. If a woman gives up smok-
ing early during pregnancy, her risk
of deliveringa low birth weight baby
is reduced to nearly that of a non-
smoker.
Babies who have a low birth weights
are 20 times more likely to die than
normal weight babies. They arc more
likely to suffer from learning dis-
abilities, epilepsy, and hearing or
vision problems. Low birth weight
babies are harder to care for, and
unfortunately, they account for 23
percent of child abuse incidents in
babies under one year old.

Bible Book \i Clarkson
Clarkson University Professor Jan Wojcik is the author of a study that puts

Luke's gospel into the intellectual context of its time. The book, published
inNovember.isentitiedTheRoadtoEmmaus: Reading Luke's Gospel, and
is an inquiry into methods of religious thinking presented in jic Emmans
passage (Luke 24:13-32).

According to Wojcik, who has been teaching the bible as literature for 20
years, Gnostics were an early Christian sect who valued individual spiritual
understanding and truth. They focused on personal insight above faith,
emphasizing the mystical and magkalqualitiesof Jesus. Their way of casting
their beliefs in story form significantly influenced Luke. In the Ernmaus
passage of Jesus used silence as a way of leading his disciples to conclusions
about him that brought them to a mystical moment of insight, says; Wojcik.

Wojcik, says there are three main ideas in the book: how the Gnostic

four Gospels might largely depend on the gnostic style; and how theChristina
Church has suppressed understanding of the Gnostic influence on the Bible
In this last regard, the study provides information about the Emmaus passage
from the earliest commentators to modern times.

''One reason why the Christian churches refuse to consider the Bible as
literature might be because what is literary about the new testament is
Gnostic. Mostly, churches like to read the gospel text as a clumsy history of
real fact," explains Wojcik. "The Emmaus scripture is the most neo-gnostic
in the New Testament The Gnostic technique, used throughout Luke's
Gospel, demonstrates the ability to withhold information and offer insight as
well as show Jesus in his physical humanistic roles."

"The Road to Emmaus may well mark a milestone in our understanding of
the Christian gospels," says Robert A; Oden, Jr., professor religious studies
at Dartmouth College. "(Wojcik's) reading is throughout informed by the
most recent advances both in our understanding of Gnosticism and in
contemporary literary criticism." •

Wojcik, who holds a doctorate from Yale in comparative literature, used
the collection of Gnostic gospels, written about 400 A.D., and discovered in
1945 in Nag Hammadi, Egypt, as a source of understanding the Gnostic
technique. Wojcik is the author Of'variousi books and articles onethics and
modern technology and literary approaches to the Bible. He is alsoco-editor

At about 10:45 p.m. theRoosev-
eltown Rd. headquarters of the
Mohawk SS Force was shot by by an
unidentified person. A white Chev-
rolet Blazer type vehicle used by the
SS Force in routine patrols was re-
portedly hit by bullets.

At 2:45 a.m. on January 27 the
George residence was. again fired
upon by a sedan type automobile
sjpe^ir^ east towards Ft, Covington.,
Shortly afterwards shots were fired
near the homes of Richard "Junior"
Cook, Edward Gray and Jake Swamp,
all residents on the Cook Rd.-Drum
St. area. All the blasts were report-
edly from automatic weapons.

The Grays said the vehicle used
by the assailants was 1982 or 83
white Oldsmobile Delta 88 with a
brown vinyl top.

Earlier that night a car driven by
Steve Cooper of Bombay, N.Y. left
the Cook Rd. and entered a ditch.
Cooper was said to have blamed
Robert Gray, the son Of Edward, for
forcing him off the road.

Edward and Robert Gray were
following the Cooper car but they
said they were concerned Cooper was
persuing a vehicle driven by Jerry
McDonald. McDonald has been
threatened previously for a January
13 incident at the T.V.I, casino.
The Grays said Cooper was never

struck by them. Eddie Gray said he
told Art Montour, Cooper's
stepfather, to examine his vehicles
if he had any doubts about the Gray
version of the incident.

Lorraine Gray, Eddie's wife, said
she had received at least one
threatening phone call after die
incident.

Ms. Gray said the caller told her
she would be evicted from the
reservation. Ms. Gray said she had
beard there was a $1,000 reward for
anyone who beats her son Robert.
She has also heard Robert's car will
be burnt because of the Cooper
incident.
Both the Gray and Swamp homes

were guarded after die shootings by
men from the community. While a
number of vehicles were seen
speeding through the area no further
shots were fired.

The U. S. Attorney's office has
won convictions against all those:
