As time goes on, more and more
people are talking iabout recycling
their garbage, many successes have
already been reported from different
areas. Many valuable items have
been retrieved such as glass, newspa-
pers and even used motor oil need not
bec^newaste.

These materials are recycled eas-
ily if individuals are willing to take a
few extra minutes to separate paper,
glass, metal, plastic and oil from other
materials that will enter the waste
stream.

this process, called source sepa-
ration, involves minimal organiza-
tion of boxes or bags in the kitchen,
basement or garage, to contain sepa-
rated items such as glass jars or
newspapers.

Generally, newspapers should be
ties in bundles or placed in paper
bags. Some recycling centers may
prefer that glossy newspaper inserts
be removed. Rinse glass jars and
bottles and remove metal or plastic
tops and rings; Most recycling cen-
terspreferthatclear.brownandgreen
glass be separated and usually labels
do not need to be removed. Tin cans
should have the paper labels and both
ends removed before compacting.
Plastic milk and juice containers must
be well-rinsed and flattened. Used
oil can be collected and stored in
plastic milk containers.

If a recycling station is not avail'
able in your community, encourage
localgovemmentorcommunityserv-
ice groups to provide this service.

Tribe's first priority for
road construction is St.
Regis Road, plans for

reconstruction are
currently underway.
St. Regis Road residents will be

given an opportunity to list their
concerns in regard to the planned
reconstruction in two public meet-
ings, one to be held in the afternoon
and another in the evening.

A team from the New York State
Department of Transportation (DOT)
will be conducting the meetings with
residents. The DOT engineers will
explain requirements of the project,
suchasditching,culverts,safety,etc.
and they will answer any questions
residents may have prior to the rede-
sign of the road.

"It is extremely important to let
the designers know any problems
residents may have in order to make
allowances within the design plan,"
said a DOT official; Some of these
concerns could involve the amount
of footage DOT will be using for
reconstruction or possibly trees to be
cut down within the work zone.

Converting the Bomb
Factories

The free-spending Air Force paid $421,000 each for custom-made fax
machines, manufactured by a well-known arms firm, Litton Industries. The
contract is for 173 machines.

The Washington Post notes that "a taxpayercan buta machine to transmit
copies of documents over telephone lines for iesi than $1,000." And aa
ordinary machine does not "use paper that costs $100 a roll."

This is a sample of what is fueling a growing revolt over military ripoffs
and gargantuan budgets. As Americans roil over their income taxes and read
of a $152 billion budget deficit, they do not look kindly on a stream of
procurement scandals,and they wonderwhy.as the GoldWar simmers down,
they still have to pay for billion-dollar weapons.

There is a consensus in Washington that sizable military cuts are due
within five years. Defense Secretary Dick Cheney, realizing that he cannot
stop the revolt, has asked the services to come up with budget cuts of $180
biUion from 1992 thru 1994. :

Capitol Hill's dissatisfaction with Pentagon spending is reflected in these
items: Les Aspin (D-Wis.), chairman of the powerful House Armed Services
Committee, "Accused the Bush Administration of deliberately withholding
intelligence data that might have sparked political pressure for weapons cuts."
(Washington Post) Aspin said that Administration figures were "outdated at
best and absolutely false at worst" Chairman Sam Nunn (D-Ga.) of the
Senate Armed Services Committee stated that the U.S. should be pressured
to remove its troops from Europe. In House debate. Rep. Barney Frank CD-
Mass.) demanded, "Why are we still talking about a $305 billion military
budget? Why are we still talking about B-2 bombers that will cost us
billions?" •

Those with their sights on the future are digging into desk drawers for
plans to convert bomb factories to civilian production.

Rational For Conversion
The rationale for early attention to conversion is stated by William

Winpisinger, former president of the Machinists Union: "Reductions in the
military budget and military spending are bound to occur in the near future.
Those reductions and cutbacks mean that a good many workers are going to
lose their jobs. Their communities are going to become economic casualties,
too. The time to prepare for these contingencies is before—not after—they
occur." (Defense-related industries employed 3,250,000 in 1988, according
to Pentagon estimates.)

"The logical way to meet this need is to direct Federal monies from the
military into civilian businesses and industries through planned economic
conversions, providing job security for workers and their communities in the
broadest sense. Wherever, and for whatever reason, military production
ceases, then a plan for alternative civilian, production will automatically be
implemented." (Reclaiming Our Future, Westview Press)

The time to set in motion a conversion program is today. A two-year lead
time is needed before an arms plant can be shut down, advises the National
Commission for Economic Conversion and Disarmament The Commission
outlines six steps to be taken: /

*Every arms plant should set up a committee of management, labor and
community representatives to investigate possibilities for civilian produc-
tion. The hope is that conversion will restore thepre-Cold War superiority of
U.S. industry in consumer goods.

•Local and Federal governments should plan to retrain the military work
force. The Commission states, "Those who have spent years in the military
economy have developed skills and methods- that while well suited for the
military are often contrary to efficient operation in the civilian sector.". In
1983, about 244,220 engineers, scientists and technicians were involved in
military work. Most will need training, and the cost wilt be "substantially
more that^20 mitUori." _ \ - — _ . ._„ - r̂ w

*A national listing of job openings should be prepared, describing the
work, required dulls, location and pay.

The military should give a year's warning to employees that the plant
will be shut down. .

•"Congress should plan to compensate arms plant employees thrown out
of work. The cost, plus that of retraining, would be met byskimming off one
and one-half percent to two percent of the military budget

•Local and Federal governments shouldcreate an inventory of infrastruc-
ture needs—needs neglected during the Cold War. The Associated General
Contractors of America estimates the cost of total public construction needs
—roads, bridges, public buildings, water and sewage systems—at $909.9
billion. Pat Choate, author of America in Ruins,claims that an investment of
$2.5 to $3 trillion in public works is needed just to maintain existing leveisof
services.

Many of these elements are incorporated in a bill, HA. 101, introduced
by Congressman Ted Weiss (D-N.Y.) and co-sponsored by 50 Representa-
tives. Its principal feature is a requirement that any defense plant, base or
laboratory of 100 or more employees most develop alternative production
plans within a two-year period. The penalty for non-compliance would be
ineligibility for future defense contracts. Equal employee and management
representation is required. -

The bill would tax defense contractors for the cost of worker adjustment
benefits. It would also require military managers and engineers to enroll in
professional retraining programs, to "unlearn" the cost-plus mentality. A
Defense Economic Adjustment Council would set public works priorities.

Need For Arms Cuts
A look at the pressures for change will give an idea of the possible pace

and timing of arms reductions. .
The business and political sectors are increasingly aware that military

spending has piled upahuge national debt, with interest payments (estimated
by the Christina Science Monitor at $8,000 per second), has lost a large
foreign market to Japan and West Germany, has depleted resources and
neglected the infrastructure.

Winpisinger writes: "Among the 14 Western industrialized nations and
Japan, the U.S. ranks first in military research and development, first in
military spending, but fifth in civilian R & D, tenth in civilian spending,
eleventh in economic growth, thirteenth in annual real wage increases, and
tenth in wage levels."

He explains: "A dollar spent on dead-end military production simply
cannot be spent anywhere else. The U.S. pours billions—over $30 million
an hour during the Reagan/Bush Administrations'buildup—into weaponry,
high-tech, capital-intensive production systems... Those huge sums are not
available to refurnish, rehabilitate and rejuvenate our civilian economy. In
theU.S.,forevery$lQOavailable tor domestic capital formatkm,$46 is spent
on the military, compared to $14 in West Germany and $3.07 in Japan."
