lagoons, two disposal areas
(known as the "North" and "East"
Disposal Areas) a 12-acre landfill
(known as the "Industrial
Landfill"), and miscellaneous
soils, and in sediments in the St.
Lawrence River system. Soils on
the Reservation, as well as
Reservation sediments in a creek
and in wetlands have been
contaminated by site runoff and
waste water discharges. EPA's
risk assessment shows that the
primary human health risk posed
by the site is through ingestion of
contaminated fish and wildlife
which have accumulated PCBs.

A second major aspect of the

agreement is that it calls for the
Ontario government, the federal
government and Indian leaders in
Ontario to negotiate over the next
four years a gradual transfer of
responsibility for policing on
reserves to local First Nation
policing authorities.
The parties to the agreement

include: Federal Solicitor General,
Doug Lewis, Federal Minister of
Indian Affairs, Tom Siddon, Grand
Chief Peter Kelly of Grand
Council Treaty No. 3 Nation,
Grand Chief Bentley Cheechoo of
the Nishnawbe-Aski Nation,
Grand Chief Harry Doxtator of the

Association of Iroquois and Allied
Indians, Grand Chief Joe
Miskokomon of the Anisbinabek
Nation, Chief Steve Williams of
Six Nations of the Grand River,
Allan Pilkey, Solicitor General of
Ontario and Bud Wildman, Ontario
Minister Responsible for Native
Affairs.

The negotiations toward the
agreement were chaired and
mediated by the Indian
commission of Ontario which was
also responsible, at the request of
the parties, for drafting the
agreement. The Indian
Commission is an independent
authority established in Ontario to
mediate negotiations among Indian
leaders and the provincial and
federal governments.

Indian Commissioner Philip
Goulais, commenting on the
signing of the agreement, said:
"Much of what has been said

lately about Indian
self-government has remained at
the level of words and
discussions. This agreement
represents concrete evidence of
what self-government can mean,
both to First Nations who will
benefit directly from the police
services which will be developed .
under this agreement and to the
non-native public who will now
have another example before
them of the results that can be
achieved from a cooperative
approach in dealing with Indian
issues." The Commissioner
congratulated all of the parties for
their commitment and patience in
working together to negotiate the
agreement

All these things that were
yours do not let them trouble you. Do not let your relatives and friends
trouble your mind.

When an infant dies within three days, mourning shall continue only five

days. Then you will gather the little boys and girls at the house of
mourning and at the funeral feast, a speaker shall address the children and
tell them to be happy once more, though by death, sadness has been cast
over them. Then the children shall be happy again.
106th Wampum _
When a dead person is brought to the burial place, the speaker on the

opposite side of the Council Fire shall tell the bereaved family to cheer
their minds once more and rekindle their hearth fires in peace, to put their
house in order and once again be happy for darkness has covered them.
The black clouds shall leave and the bright blue sky can be seen once
more. They shall be at peace in the sunshine again.
107th Wampum
Three strings of shell one span in length shall be employed in addressing

the assemblage at the burial of the dead. The speaker shall say: "Listen,
those of you who are here, this body is to be covered. Assemble in this
place again in ten days time, for it is the law of the Creator that mourning
shall end when ten days have passed. Then a feast shall be made."
Then at the expiration of ten days, the Speaker shall say: "Continue to

listen. The ten days of mourning have passed and your mind must now
be freed of sorrow as before the loss of your relative. The relatives have
decided to make compensation to those who have assisted at the funeral.
It is an expression of thanks. This is to the one who did the cooking
while the body was lying in the house. Let her come forward and receive
this gift and be dismissed from the task."
