With these enthusiastic
ideas, this intense group
of young men and women
remain with other strong
dreams. Their biggest
hope is to one day have a
Youth Centre that encom-
passes a^wide-range of
support services for the
youth of Akwesasne. A
24-hour Youth Centre
would offer counseling
and emergency services.
A Hot-line would be
available for those in cri-
sis. The Youth Centre
would also focus on
employment needs and
assist in job-finding for
youth. Youth services and
community activities
would promote drug and
alcohol-free events with a

focus for rehabilitation
efforts.

Another impact they
hope to achieve is to con-
centrate on Teen

Pregnancy issues through
counseling, support and
prevention. Through
workshops, Talking
Circles, theater role-play-
ing, a message of hope
and caring will always be
central.

One important issue the
youth are adamant about
is playing an active and
positive role in the com-
munity as a whole. They
wish to increase the com-
munication between their
age and the Elders
through story-telling.
They know that there is a
lot of wisdom in thê
minds of the elders and
their history they bring.

_The youth are saying they
want to listen!! They
want to know more about
sweat lodges, traditional
healing and medicine and
Mohawk language.

The Akwesasne Youth
Council is open to any
youth ages 13-19. They
hope that as they become
more visible to the com-
munity, their membership
will grow and their voices
will be respected and
heard for what they have
to offer. Currently, some
