The Mohawks were told
that EPA's policy is to not
include the Tribe's con-
currence or opposition in
the proposed plan unless
the remediation is located
on Tribal property.

The Tribe is deeply con-
cerned with the proposed
plan because the GM site
extends onto the St. Regis
Mohawk Reservation, and
has impacted its water,
fish and wildlife resources
as well as created a risk to
its community members.
The Tribe feels that it was
flagrantly ignored in the
process and is discussing
these issues with the EPA.

The proposed plan will
soon be open to public
comment and public
meetings will be held so
that concerned community
members can present their
comments in person. The
dates, times and locations

be publicized soon.
