^ At Bye Beach,, during o u r Snmnrer'8 va-
catioii, there came, as there, always will to,, 
seaside visitors, two or three cold, chijly,.

littte pair of lungs, and need their own little 
portion of air to fill them, so that they may 
make bright scarlet little drops ol blood to 
keep life's fire burning in their tiny bodies. 
Onr bird's Inngs manufactured brilliant blood 
as we found'out by experience; for in his 
first nap he cotrived to nestle himself into 
t he cotton of which his bed was made, and 
to get more of it than-he needed into his 
long bill,,. We, pulled, it out as carefully a3 
we could, but there came out of his bill two 
round, bright, scarlet, little drops of blood. 
Our chjef medical authority looked grave, 
pronounced a probable hembrrrragefro'uTthe 
lungs, and gaveJiim over a t once. We, less 
scientific, declared that we had only r.nt his 
Jittle tongue by;_drawing out the filaments 
of cotton, and that he would do well enough 
in time,—as it afterwards appeared ho did.

•red sprigs. Hum flew towards her, and with 
liis bill made instant examination^of these 
newNtppearances; and one day, being very 
affectionately disposed, perched himself on 
ber" shoulder, and sat some time. On an­
other occasion, while Mr. -A—-^- was read­
ing. Hum established himself on the top ot 
his head just over the middle of his fore 
headrTn tEo "precise place where our young 
belles have lately worn stuffed humming 
birds, making him look as if dressed out for 
a party. Hum's most favorite perch was 
the back oL-the great rocking-chair, which, 
being covered by, a tidy, gave som.e hold 
into which he could catch his little clawB. 
There he wonld sit. balancing himself eiev-, . 
erly if its occupant chose to swing to and 
fro, and seemed to be reading or listening 
to the conversation. 

Hum had his different moods, like human 
beings. On cold, cloudy, gray days, he ap­
peared to be somewhat depressed in soirits, 
hammed less about tho room, and sat hump­
ed np with his feathers ruffled, looking as_ 
"much" like a'bTfd'Tn a great coat as poSbTe." 
But on hot, sunny, days, every feather sleek­
ed itself down, .and his little body looked 
.natty and trim, his head alert, his eyes' 
bright, and it was impossible to come-near 
him. for' his agility. Then let mosquito? 
and little "flies look about them I Ham 
snapped them up without mercy, nnd seem­
ed to be all over the ceiling in a moment, 
and resisted all our efforts at any personal 
familiarity with a saucy alacrity. 

Hum had "his established institutions in 
our room, the chief of which was a tumbler 
with p. little- sugar and water mixed in it, 
and a spoon laid across, out of which he 
helped himself whenever he felt in the mood 
—sitting on the edge of the tumbler, and 
dipping his long bill, and lapping with his 
little forked tongue litre a kitten. When he 
found his spoou accidentally dry, he would 
stoop over and dip his bill in the water iu 
the tumbler,—which caused the prophecy 
on the part of some of his guardians, that 
he would fall in some day and be drowned. 
For which reason it was agreed to keep only 
an inch in depth of the fluid at the bottom 
of the tumbler.
