BROTHER : 

We remained at anchor, with our decks 
eleored fdf'Hction, until 10 A. M., Dec. 24th, 
wheijwe formed our linejif-battleTaud mpv-
ediijiUbr^the rmjck talked of Port., .Fisher. 
We moved slowly up until 1 p. M., when the 
Ironsjdes threw her first shot square into 
the sand battery, stirring things up general­
ly. Still the Rebs. kept quiet awaiting their 
opportunity, and on we moved until we 
reached a point about a mile and a quarter 
from the Johnnies, when we let go anchor 
fore and aft,and stood broadside on. All 
this time we had been firing slowly as we 
came up, just to make Johnny show where 
his guns were, and sure enough he let us 
know by pouring in the contents of some 
200 pieces In one volley.
