Bounties and Becruiting. 
The matter, of maintaining the armies of 

the Union in a condition for successful mil­
itary operations has been and Btill continues 
to be one of the gravest moment- to the 
country, and has called upon the people to 
exercise'n spirit of sacrifice and patriotism 
unequalled at any former period. There 
has already come upon as a further call for 
300,000 men, and it is but reasonable to ex­
pect that, should the war continue, there 
will, from time to time, be further calls for 
troops, to fill tho vacancies occasioned by 
the expiration of terms of servifib and other 
causes. The experience of tbe past year in 
procuring men, and the operation of thesys-
tem Of raising bounties, suggest matfers for 
careful consideration. Under the present 
laws towns and sub-distriats are authorized 
to raise bounties, without any Jlimit as to 
the amount, for the purpose ofiulling a, quota

But tbeeom--
monest instincts ol self-defense, and the dig­
nity of the State, demand that we should be 
at all times prepared to defend ourselves.

But, wo may reasonably expect, in vjaw 
of transpiring events, and the recent.expres­
sion of public opinion, that this institution, 
which bas thns always been an\slement 
of .we4d^np||,».ano\s, dissension a t^pmgj , 
and a sou re^ f feproadb abroad^ willv 
eradicated from the land.» It seems to ht 
been so ordered, by an overruling Frovt 
denco, that the mad ambition of those who . 
sought to perpetuate slavery, at tbe expense 
ofthe Union and civil liberty, ShOurrT not 
only have arrayed the armjes of 'the North 
to overthrow its material power, eat should 
have stimulated the moral consciousness ot 
tbe people to a clearer view of its wicked­
ness and disloyaty, so as for the first time, 
in ourhietory to render its utter extinction 
feasible. 

I may safely predict, as 1 earnestly' hope, 
that an amendment to the Constitution will 
be speedily submitted to the people and a-
dopted_byJiem, which shall forever prohibit 
Blavery within the free Republic of the Uni­
ted States of America. 

The Constitution of the Union makes it 
the duty Of the National Government to 
maintain for the "people of all the States 
republican governments. It is no less the 
duty of each State to throw its whole weight 
and influence firmly on the side of this great 
fundamental requirement. This Govern­
ment our fathers intended to establish and 
transmit as a legacy to posterity. Irrespec­
tive oT the divisions into States, we are call­
ed upon to maintain and perpetuate the., 
trust. Eighty years of enterprise^ prosperity 
andjirogress have not lessened our obliga­
tions, or checked our devotiorito the great 
causfe- of civil liberty. It is nb% a mistake 
to assume that, whatever exigedcy may fo! 
low, whether domestic or"foreign, tbe great 
body of the people will go forward to meet 
and overcome it with the same firm and ir-
resistibile energy which characterized our 
ancestors, and has-marked the subsequent 
course of our civilization. In this patriotic 
determination of the people for unity, liberty 
and the Constitution, I shall, at all times, 
earnestly join.

Friends now asked him if he had any­
thing to say; and he replied- "Yes, a great 
deal to say. I want, first, to make my will." 
For two days he had not been able to speak 
ia a tooe above a whisper; but his voice, 
responding to the power of ffls will, camo 
back, and he spoke nearly as loud as ever. 
He dictated tho will to hia friend Mr. Swain, 
who sat by the bedside; to Which," "as each 
paragraph was read, he said; "All right:"

"He. then hesitated, and said, "Add that all 
other wills are hereby revoked; you know 
I hayeanother will in Boston."

Starr Ring," thus punctuating the ab­
breviation, and putting beneath it a curya-

.Mi 
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ry to the well-being of our peculiar institu­
tions, is not unworthy ol consideration. This 
distribution, so satisfactory in times of peace 
has, iu sonoe degree, been disturbed by the 
accessioBS^Sf authority and influence to the 
latter, growing out of the needs and: opera­
tions of this war. I am not disposed to 
question either the constitutionality or ex­
pediency of the action of the Federal Gov­
ernment, in the pressing emergencies of the 
rebellion. But it may be questioned not on­
ly how far the feeble character of the mili­
tary organizations of the Northeru -States 
compelled the national authorities to resort 
to the present method of raising'forces, but 
even encouraged and made possible the re­
bellion itself. It is certain, however, that a 
numerous well-disciplined militia, ready and 
prompt to act in any exigency, will hasten 
the time when the National Government 
may relieve itself from the burden, and the 
State from the danger, of large, standing ar­
mies. 

LOCAL LKQTSLAT10N AND ECOX0JI& 

In these times of vast transactions, on the 
part of the National Government, in the pro­
ducts of almost every branch of industry, 
when every business enterprise is stimulated 
to an unprecedented degree, there is likely 
to develope in individuals and legislatures, 
a tendency to extravagance and speculation. 
Under such stimulus a thousand fancies as-. 
some the appearance of reality and value, 
and legislative bodies are approached jvjth 
tbe utmost honesty of purpose for their 
sanction and aid to schemes which, for the 
time, aoem to promise the development of 
great resources, and to be of Very general 
benefit. I hope the efforts of your bodies, 
forewarned by many disastrous pecedents, 
will be directed to discourage this tendency. 
A spirit'of speculation may be checked, as 
far as you-can influence it, by dlsooaragiug 
special legislation, and confining your action 
to matters of undoubted general interest 
and established precedent. It is better 
that even a' few meritofibtts subjects of local 
interest shouTa BeTB anoyance Tor" a time7 
than that you should give way to tho pres­
sure sure to follow, of numberless schemes, 
the real value of which it is impossible to 
determine in the present condition of things. 
I doubtnot that you will bo governed by a 
sense"of that economy which requires the 
confining of your expenditures within the 
limits set by law and wholesome experience.
