During tho ten 
days we wore wOfblUg uildot lire, out regt"-" 
uieut lost one killed and four wouuded. Maj. 
Elliott was slightly wounded. - Lieut. Cor­
nish had his arm bfofceii near the shoulder 
by a piece of shell. Our brigade lost the 
heaviest of any. However, we kept a close 
watch on the enemy, until they left. Wo 
were only two hours behind them. Our 
brigade was the first, to discover the move­
ment, nod pursued them so close that they 
could'not get their artillery away. Nor did 
they have time to call in tho guards around 
the arse nal men. Of these our regiment got 
fiftv. Captain Shipman with his command 
captured 'a lot of thirty-Eve. Our brigade 
Was in the city before some of the Corps 
Commanders knew we were on the way. The 
aggregate spoils for the whole army are 
about two hundred cannon, and a supply of 
ammunition for six mouths; ten engioos in 
running order; lots of freight cars; and I 
don't know haw many prisoners. The white 
star division is now .di>iug garrison duty; 
and Gen. John W. Geary, its commander, is 
post military Guveruor. We expect to re­
main here a week, or perhaps ten days. The 
men require some clothing before they go on 
another march. A party is now at work 
clearing out the obstructions and blowing 
up the torpedoes in the river. Wben this 
is accomplished, wu shall doubtless be speed­
ily supplied with the clothing needful for an­
other campaign. The men are ail willing to

NEW YORK, Jan. 4,1865. 

The Tribune's Washington special has

All that is known of the Blair mission is 
this : That President was fully apprised of
