But let there be a correct'and intelligent -
public opinion and everywhere will be sesjt 
commodious and properly supplied school-
structures, play-grounds beautifal and ample, 
unqualified and indiffereut teachers will find 
oo dermand-fbr their services,.the irjtellecttt-
al, moral and physical powers will each re­
ceive their duo attention and^developroent. 
Then will the fear of rate bills or that the 
properly of tho State shall educate th» 
children of the Stale no longer stifle the 
best interests ofthe common schools; edu­
cated and self-Bacrificing teachers will be 
justly appreciated and rewarded, aud the 
art of teaching be elevuted to the highest 
rank umong the professions. It is the prov-
inct? of the teacher to contribute 
largely to the formation! of public 
opinion, to instill into the public mind that 
the perfection nnbfperpetuation of our gov­
ernment and its instil utious depend upon 
the universal education ofthe people, and that 
the present means for the accomplishment— 

of this result are inadequate, and their duty 
tocdignify therrprotession by noble self-de= " 
votion and attaining to the highest standard 
of excellence. 

In conclosion, I beg leave to teader my 
sincere thanks to the people for their gener­
ous hospitality of which %I have eo largely 
partaken; to teachers and school officers for 
their uniform kindness and eouitesyr espe>—. 
cially for their readiness to receive sugges­
tion n or instruction, and to co-opernte in all 
measures calculated to promote the interest 
of education, and to town clerks and super­
visors for their material aid rendered me in 
the discharge of my duties. Thot 1 shall 
continue to have the co-operation of teach-
era, the counsel of the eiiligbtenedfriendsof— 
education, and that my labors may contrib­
ute to the advancement ol tho standard of 
intellectual and moral excellence ofthe pub­
lic schools, is the earnest wish of the under­
signed.

The Deoadence of heal th .

Few persons appreciate the hollowness 
ol the boasted wealth of this great metrop­
olis, nor can they fully believe it until they 
perstre tbOToturns-to-tbeCommissionerB of 
Internal Eevenue'. 

The intelligent condaotor of a peanut 
stand and the enterprising individual who 
sella twelve sheets of writing, paper for four 
cents will be surprised to find that in sub­
stantial pecuniary resources they stand on 
the Same level with many of our million­
aires. How nntrnthful are the brown-stone 
fronts and gilded- equipages o^ theEifth 
Avenue \" We find opulent families living 
on on income which would not pay their 
servants' wages, and individuals high in com-
mercial and financial circles conducting an 
apparently prosperous business for a net 
profit-which would not pay half their office 
rent. " 

One man, who was supposed to have an 
income of over one hundred thonaand dollars 
from unencumbered real^atate, lives like an 
English nobleman on abont twenty-c'ght 
hundred dollars per year, and another? tnri-, 
ports a luxurious town house and country 
place on the prodigious income of ninety 
eight dollars and two cents, from which is 
to be deducted the sum of two dollars and 
ninety-four cents, for his bleeding country. 
Such thrift and executive capacity are unsur-
passed in ancient or modern times, and t|e£_ 
place many of our fellow-citizens BTgh"iD"ov'e 
that celebrated IfidiVidilol of antiquity^!*
