EMTOKS COUBIEB & FBBXMAX : 

In your army correspondence I have seen 
nothing relative to the colored troops of the 
United States service, bnt it seems quite 
proper that your readers, many of wbeur are 
really interested in our colored population, 
should know something in regard to the im­
portant part which these troops ore now 
performing. 

Two years ago my feelings were strongly 
opposed to the employment of colored men 
as Boldiers, but now I wonder that such 
feelings should have existed. The entire 
army has changed in this respect, and all 
are in favor of employing ns many colored 
soldiers as the service requires. For, jpore 
than a.yearrl have been on duty with, or in 
the vicinity of colored troops, and have nev­
er seen theni surpassed bythe white'"(fbops 
of the same command. Last winter expedi­
tions were frequently sent out from York-
town, and the General commanding always 
expressed himself as perfectly satisfied-with 

^conduet-ef his colored soldiers, althougb-at-
first he was strongly prejadiced against 
them. When the army of the Potomac 
crossed the James last winter, i t was almost 
unanimous in its derision of the "darkies" 
—buLafter witnessing their fearful but suc­
cessful charge on the workB before Peters­
burg, it was quite as unanimous in its prais­
es. Within a half-hour's ride—from these 
headquarters there is an open field, where 
two hundred dead bodies indicated the des­
peration of the charge of the colored divi­
sion On 29th of September. 

-JJutfigbting does not comprise the whole 
of a Soulier's duty. The camps of the col­
ored troops are laid out with as much reg--
ularity and neatness as any in the army, and 
no one here denies that these troops are 
taught the manual of arms and the routine 
of guard duty more easily than the whites. 
They perform fatigue duty of all kinds with 
less murmuring than is heard among other 
soldiers, and are easily kept under proper 
discipline. These soldiers understand per­
fectly what they are fighting for, and how 
much they have at stake. ,, 

A captain of the 4th V. S. colored troops, 
mentioned an incident in my hearing in 
proof of this: 

Soon after the people of Maryland had 
declared their State to be free, a soldier of 
the 4th regiment went up to his captain with 
on open letter in h i s hand, saying, " Cap'n, 
I've got my bounty; this is what 1 listed 
for." It was a letter from his wife, stating 
that she and her children were free. These 
troop require good officers and in most 
cases they have them. The best are found 
among those whowereexamined belorethey 
received their nppbiritment by Gen. Casey'B 
board at Washington. -

The War Department'has within a few 
weeks acknowledged* the efficiency of these 
troops by forming a new army corps lor their 
benefit, and numbering it the 25th In the 
regulai series. This Corps has not yot had 
an opportunity to act as a corps, but when 
its opportunity arrives It will deliver crush­
ing blows upon the now collapsing re­
bellion?
