Oar guard was now reduced .as we were far 
within the Confederate lines, to Lieutenant 
Whiting and three men, and our party of 
eleven prisoners had seven—horses among 
them. There was also a pack-horse carrying 
oar forage, rations, and some blankets. To 
the saddle of this pack-horse ore strapped 
two Spencer carbines, jnnzzle downward, 
with their aceontrements complete, inclndina 
two well-filled, cartridge-boxes. 

I called Mark's attention to this fact as 
soon as tbe goard was reduced, and he need­
ed no second biat"to compreEend its fall 
significance ul tracer He" soon after dis­
mounted, and- when it came big turn to 
mount again, he selected apparently by ac­
cident the poorest and most broken-down 
horse of tbe party, with which he appeared 
to find it very difficult to keep up. add which 
he actually succeeded in some mysterous 
way in laming.

thoughts, uttered in hasmooioua periods, by 
gracelul action and voice singularly sweet 
and pleasant. Succeeding the lamented 
Backmio&tor as pastor oi the Brattle Street 
Church in Bostonrrio-theyear 1813, Mr. Ev­
erett's abilities and graces as a preacher 
were put to a severe test' by the comparison 
with those of his predecessor, one of the 
most winning and beautiful orators tbat bad 
ever adorned the New England pulpit; bat 
he did not fail before that refined, cultivat­
ed and exacting audience; '-ho maintained 
tbe pre-eminence of the church for oratory, 
aud ioon rose to the highest distinction as 
a preacher. 

At the outset of his career we have heard 
that Mr. Everett's style was far more ornate 
aud bis manner more artificial and pompous 
than it was in.Jatt.er years; he was in the 
habit of using pretty figures because they 
were impressive, aod not because they were 
illustrations growing up with tbe subject; he 
modulated his voice with a sort of easy af­
fectation; when be wished to be impassion­
ed he fell into a whine, and he was fonder. 
of brilliant than feeble efforts. But his na­
tive good sense, his extensive study of the 
best masters, and sedulous sell-culture soon 
cured-mm of those tricks of youth, and bis 
eloquence continued to mature and improve 
almost up to the day of his death. 

He never attained .the highest walks of 
oratory; those impetuous, magnetic and irre-
Bistible.jntbaratsLol.the genius of speech' 
which "sway men like the breath of a tem­
pest, were impossible to his staid, timid and 
somewhat cold temperament; we doubt, in­
deed, whether be was capable ot estimating 
such men as Demosthenes, Mirabeau, Fox 
and Patrick Henry; but io that lower de­
partment, in which Cicero surpassed"all oth­
er men—that of studied intellectual and cul­
tivated discourse, he reached a rare perfec­
tion of skill. His sentences, always care­
fully constructed and committed to memory, 
were uttered with precision, clearness and 
force; his gestures, though sometimes too 
uniforrfl.and measured, were yet expressive 
and graceful; his tones were rich, melodious 
aod varied; and his language was chaste, 
elegant, elevated, and at times fervid and 
poetical. The most refined audiences al­
ways listened to him with delight, and tho 
rudest could scarcely have heard him with­
out being impfesse^'lw"tlre'"generaf treauty 
of the performance,' 

greatest teacher on the art, Cicero, in his 
admirable treatise of the subject, insists that 
all other accomplishments are necessary to 
the orator; that he must be a scholar of th-e-
finest tastes—an acute critic of opinions and 
manners—learned in the histories of every 
nation; a student of the sciences of nature^ 
from which he gets his images, and profound 
philosopher, knowing the thoughts and ways 
of .men, and able to discern the deepest se­
crets of the heart; and Mr. Everett did not 
fall Bhort of the standard of his illustrious 
ancient .exemplar. He. was an- excellent-
classical scholar, read several languages with 
fluency, possessed more than a smattering of 
onr multitudinous natural, moral an<T politi­
cal science, loved ardently the literature in 
whose tongue he was bredj was a particular 
investigator in the field of international law 
and jurisprudence, embracing civil history, 
aud thoroughly familiar with the records of 
diplomacy and statesmanship.. -Had he de­
voted bis life to either of these pursuits, his 
general powers were such that he would 
have wpri distinction, if not eminence in 
it, and written bis name on the rolls of 
fame. 

Mr. Everett engaged in political life, bnt 

to death. We have frequently saved life 
by standing between the patients and Lfihftjr 
friends, Tbe.-worlcj has go,t a bad fajhipn 
of making a terrible ado, keeping upa.con-
sta'ntconatern3tioo7 nursing andTrisBing'co.'n-
titmblly,. while anxious friends, ayinpatblziUg 
relatives,, mysterioasly gibbsung* b^tora.

And the -whole mis­
chief is traceable to a false dogma in medi­
cal science in relation to disease. The au­
thors teach tbat disease is an entity^ a 
thing which travels abont, pervades-, the.air, 
penetrates our dwellings, and finally attacks 
us; and this absurd fantasm is easily trans­
mogrified by the ignorant and unthinking 
multitude, (imthinldng on this subject, ;we 
mean,) into something analogous to, a.witch. 
a ghost, a goblin, spoke, fiend, or demon, 
which notnibg but the doctor's poisonB, 
dealt out by the doctor's own band or pen, 
can assuage, pacify, eradicate, exercise, kill 
or cure. The charms, iucautations,jind am­
ulets of the ancients, were not mole silly, 
and the necromancy and pow-wows of the 
Indian tribes of the present day are'./net 
more ridiculous, (and they arB"*f8dicaigd 
on precisely the same notions of thp -flatare 
of disease,) than are the dosing, and S l a g ­
ging, and slopping, and stuffing, and watch-
ings and frettings of tbe regular physicians 
of to day, and the patrons and nurses, of 
their school- Nine out of ten of all ,-the 
maladies of all the people of the world wo d 
get well in a few honrs, or days, if left to 
themselves, with no other appliances than 
such as instinct woald possess and common 
sense employ. Yet, in nine cases oat ot.ihe 
ten a doctor is called, and if he be a drogo-
patbic doctor, one-half-of his patients are in 
danger of a protracted illness, and one-half 
of these are sure of a ruiled constitution, 
not because of the disease, but ̂ e-conge-
tjueno^of the drugs. When we visit i.pa-
ticnt in the country, our greatest difficulty 
is to keep the friends quiet, when nothing 
but let-alone-ativeness is needed. All are 
willing to do something; every one ieansioas 
to lend a helping hand; and people-generally 
estimate a physician's knowledge and still 
by the extept or variety of his prescriptions. 
Few can understand the quietly-working, 
yet efficient- remedial resources- erf-nature 
-when nntlistnrhad-^
