Our forests demand more attention than 
is usually paid to them. There is an im­
mense waste of timber in the destruction of 
young trees by stock^andJnthose that have 
fallen and are suffered to remain on the 
ground to <lecay. Fencing timber is cut at 
all seasons, without regard to the time best 
adapted foi its preservation or lasting quali­
ties, and in no part of farming i s there per­
haps greater unthrift than with the forests.
