As soon as we came into posi­
tion, onr ship, with the. Wabash, "Brooklyn, 
aodother wooden vessels of the fleet, open­
ed fire at once,-and for about an hour pour-
ed in upon them a perfect shower of sheila 
I think our vessel fired more rapidly than at 
any oth>r time during the four days on 
which we were engaged. It was a sight 
which those who saw^wili not soon forget 
Tbe continual flashing of the guns, the 
clouds of sulphurous smoke that euveloped,: 
the showers of sparks and fragments of burn­
ing cartridge hags that fell around us, driv­
en back into our faces by the wind, the 
bursting of em* own shells in the distance 
above the rebel !fort, and,v above all, the-
hellish noise of the gnus, stunning and al­
most deafening ns, all these combined and 
rendered still more fearful by the increasing 
gloom of night fast falling around us, made 
np a panoramic picture that old Pluto him­
self would have been pleased to contemplate. 
ThtfTebel fire in return was very slack, if 
anything, more so than on the 24th and 25th 
of December. We could, however, hear 
their shells whistle occasionally. 

Asnight soon closed in. "we hauled -Si t 
of raDge and dropped anchor; we could, how­
ever", hear the heavy booming of the moni­
tors and the ironsides occasionally through 
the night.

' - The Slate Bounty Bill is dead. After 
abuBing, kicking, mangling and tearing it 
fot three days, the assembly finally put an 
end to its misery by nuceremonionsly stran­
gling it to death. Departed from this life 
forever, a decent burial is allthat is now 
desired for it by its friends. 

The bill originated in tho seuale, was ad­
vanced as lar as iw third reading; hut, being 
recommitted without instructions, no vote 
was taken on its final passage. 

In the assembly, the bill reported froin 
the select committee was a correct copy of 
the senate bill as ordered to its third read­
ing. By thus having the same bill consid­
ered in both houses at once, it was hoped 
that time would be saved, and the bill pass­
ed within a week of its introduction; but 
the more the assembly considered, the less 
they liked it, and the whole bill was finally 
thrown aside for a substitute, offered by Mr. 
Gleason, of Suffolk. in the shape of a County 
Bounty Bill. 

The provisions of this bill authorize the 
*^«kr44>fi*npamsoe*cA-Tany^coffiitsJa:toi 
State to raise money, by the issue of bonds, 
for the purpose of offering bounties to vol­
unteers, but restrict and fix the amount ol 

of the fort where they first came up, but 
they.kept right on, directly under the frown­
ing batteries, till they bad-passed, half the 
sea face of the fort, where, passing through 
an opening in a wooden stockade thai ran 
from the batteries down to the sea. they 
turned and made a charge directly np to­
