j-The joining of the end» is a very delicate 
operation, and in ninety-nine cases out of a 
Hundred if any fault is detected it is found 
in one of the-joints.

Tbe sound of the bassoon is.cold; the notes 
uf the French horn at a distance, and" of the 
barp, are voluptuous. The flute played soft­
ly 111 the middle register calms the nerves. 
The low notes of tbe piano trighten children. 
1 once had a dog who would generally sleep 
on hearing music, but the moment I played 
in the minor key he would bark piteously. 
The dog of a celebrated siugef whom I knew 
would moan bitterly, and give signs of vio­
lent sufTering, tho instaut his mistress chant­
ed a ohroinutic gamut. A certain chord' 

produces on my sense of hearing the same 
effect as the heliotrope on my senBe of smell 
and the pine apple on my sense of taste.—

' Wo may affirm, then, thai musical sound, 
rythmical or not, agitates the whole physi­
cal economy—quickens the pulse, incites 
perspiration, and produces a pleasant mo­
mentary irritation of the nervous system.
